TARIFF TALKS.

To the Editor of the BANNER.]
PRICES AND THE TARIFF.

The first effect of the tariff is to in-
crease the cost of living. If it does
not raise prices it does not protect, for
the only advantage it can give our
manufacturers is to enable them to
charge more for their products. In
this way it shuts out competition. It
keeps people from buying cheap and
compels them to buy dear. Did you
ever know manufacturers to petition
for legislation to lower their goods?

Gov. McKinley said in introducing
his bill in Congress, “your committee
have not sought by the proposed legis-
lation to further cut down prices at the
expense of our own prosperity. We
have not believed that our people, al-
ready suffering from low prices, can or
will be satisfied with legislation which
will result in still lower prices.” In
other words he declared that we were
already suffering from low prices, that
his bill would relieve us from this in-
fliction, and that we would not be sat-
isfied with any lower prices. He ad-
mitted that its effect was to raise
prices, when he said in the same re-
port that the duty on sugar was a ‘“‘tax
which ie not only added to the price of
the imported but of the domestic pro-
duct.”

In October, 1891, one of the largest
dealers in Boston furnished Governor
Russell the following list of prices,
showing the increase under the Mec-
Kinley bill. Under the old law there
was a heavy tax on most of these ar-
ticles, causing their price to be exces-
sive. The McKinley bill increased
these already high prices, viz:

Gloves cost 25 to 50 cents more per
pair; common lace curtains rose from
$2 to $2.40; plush garments from
$20 to $25; pearl buttons from $9
to $14 a gross; woolen astrakan cloth
from $3.50 to $4.50 a yard; woolen
hosiery from 37 to 50 cents; silk plush

The duties on certain fabrics, including
Kersey, Corduroy and French cloak-
ing advanced 30 per cent. and the
prices from 324 to 44.4 per cent;
underwear advanced from 10 to 15 per
cent.; blankets 8% per cent.; neckties
from 33 to 50 per cent.; glassware from
6 to 20 per cent.; crockery from 5 to 12
per cent, window glass from 173 to 39
per cent., and ground glass 104 per

The stockings which we imported in
1891 cost $3,380,274 ;in Furope. The
duty of from 54 to 59 per cent. made
us pay for them $5,719,920, or over $2,-
000,000 more than a fair price.

Adam Smith says (in effect) “I have
seen excellent grapes raised in Scot-
land, under glass, and wine made {rom
them sell for $15 a bottle. Why not
compel our people to use this domestic
product instead of importing better
wines from France for 50 cents?’—
This shows how “infant industries”
benefit a few capitalists by compelling
the great army of consumers to pay
exorbitant prices for inferior commo-
dities.

The duties on clothing, blankets and
most of the necessaries of life do not
raize the price of the single article as
much as Adam Smith’s supposed tariff
on wine, but the aggregate added to
the price of innumerable articles which
all must use, runs with appalling ra-
pidity into the bundreds of millions—
much more so than it would in the caze
of luxuries at any price.

We are compelled by law to pay
more for articles than they are worth.
We are entitled to the best possible
goods at the lowest reasonable figures.
That eminent Republican Judge,
Justice Miller, said in one of the ablest
opinions ever rendered, “To lay with
one hand the power of the Govern-
ment on the property of a citizen and
with the other bestow it upon favored
individuals to promote private interests
and build up private fortunes is none
the less robbery because it is done
under the forms of law and is called
taxation. This is not legiglation. Itis
a decree under legislative forms. Nor
is it taxation. Beyond a cavil there is
no lawful taxation which is not laid for
public purposes.”

Before the McKinley era the most
rabid protectionist did not openly ad-
vocate the payment of tariff bouxnties
beyond such periods as they claimed
were necessary for the establishment
of our so-called “infant industries.”
Now their program seems to involve
the fastening of this burden upon the
people to all eternity.

An argument entitled “The Neces-
sity, the Efficacy and the Advantages
of the Duties on Woolen Goods,” was
submitted to the United States Senate,
June 16, on behalf of the National As-
sociation of Wool Manufacturers. It
was intended for a campaign docu-
ment. In it occurs the following: “No
industry, whatever it be, infant or long
established, can compete with a like in-
dustry in foreign countries except upon
equal terms. This is the fundamental
principle underlying the present tariff
law, of which the users of the infant
industry argument lose sight. The
conditions raust not only be made
equal to permit the establishment of
new industries, but they must be equal
to permit of their healthy and progres-
give maintenance. The moment they
are made unequal the long established
industry has no better chance of main-
taining iteelf against foreign competi-
tion than though it was founded yes-
terday.”

That is to say, these veteran infants,
many of which already compete in the
markets of the world, threaten that we
must rock their cradles forever, or they
will get out and break our necks.

The terms of 29 Senators, 18 Repub-
licans and 11 Democrats, expire on the
4th of March next. If the Democrats
can hold the States now represented by
Democrats and defeat Republicans in
three States the Republican majority
will disappear.

Three Democratic Senators have al-
ready been re-elected—Gorman, of
Maryland; George, of Mississippi, and
Daniel, of Virginia. The States which
have yetto elect Senators in place of
sitting Democrats are Florida,Missouri,
Tennessee, Texas, West Virginia, Dela-
ware, Indiana and New Jersey.

The first four of these will choose
Democrats beyond a doubt, and proba-
bly every one will, The present Leg-
islature of Delaware ie Republican by
a majority of 8 in a total membership
of 30, and the preceding Legislature
was Republican. The present Legisla-
tures of the others are Democratic by
heavy majorities. Delaware is the
only really doubtful State in the whole
list.

Two Republican Senators, Sherman,
of Ohio, and Aldrich, of Rhode Island,
have been re-elected. The Republicans
are certain, or reasonably certain, to

The States in which the re-election
of Kepublican Senators may be consid-
ered doubtful are Connecticut, New
York, Michigan,Wisconsin, Minnesota,
Nebraska, North Dakota and Montana.
The present Legislatures of but three
of these States, Connecticut, North Da-
kota and Montana, are Republican on
In Connecticut the ma-
jority is but five; in Montana it is but
one.

It is entirely probable that the oppo-
sition to the Republican party will con-
trol the Legislatures of at least four of
these States, which, it the Democrats
succeed in Delaware, will put the Re-
publicans in a minority of two in the
National Senate. If the Republicans
are beaten in five of them, they may
capture a Senator in Delaware and be
no better off.

As some of these States, under the
operation of fusion, may not electl
straight Democrats, the Democrats
may not have a clear majority, but the
Senators who will be chosen can be de-
pended upon to act with the Democrats
in securing tariff reform.

Moreover, the effect of a Democratic
victory in the general election on West-
ern Repnblican Senators who voted for
the McKinley bill under protest may
well be taken into account. They are
not unsusceptible to the verdict of pub-
lic opinion expressed at the polls.

A complete revolution of the Nation-
al Government, by which the majority
of the voters shall gain the full control
to which it is entitled, is therefore pos-
sible and probable.

cage of the Credit Mobilier upon a dif-
ferent basis.
Now it i8 shown-that Mr. Blaine
never deserved his good reputation.
He had taken bribes in another case;
he was habitually for sale; he had made
a tortune by the prostitution of con-
science.
Wilgon and Garfield volunteered de-
nials as guarded and incomplete as Mr.
Blaine’s. Gen. Wilson is ready enough
sometimes with denials in the face of
unparalleled discouragements, but here
his gpirit failed him.

SURE OF THE NEXT HOUSE.

Clerk Kerr Says the Democrats are Sure to
Have a Good Working Majority.
WasHINGTON, Oct. 16.—Hon. james
Kerr, clerk of the present House of
Representatives and a member of the
last House, who has been devoting a
great deal of his time since adjourn-
ment to the Democratic Congressional
campaign, said to-day that he felt no
doubt at all the Democrats would elect
a comfortable majority of their Con-
greesional candidates next menth.

The
taxes ranged from 105 to 120 per cent.
On some knit goods they run up to 155
and even to 323 per cent. These were
cheap goods used by the poor, and the
importations were trifling. But on the
imports we have set down, amounting
to §5,621,695, the McKinley taxes paid
amounted to $5,724,636, an excess of
taxes over the value of the goods of
$203,041.

Will the Gazette maintain, for its
logic leaves no other alternative—that
is, if the foreigners pay the tax—that
those generous Britishers gave us these
woolen goods for nothing, and in addi-
tion actually paid into the United
States treasury the sum of $208,041, for
the privilege of giving the five and a
half millions to us?

Death of Mrs. Harrison.

“Leaves have their time to fall,
And flowers to wither at the Norih-wind’s
breath, z
And stars to set; but all—
Thou hast all seasons for thine own, oh, death.”

Carrie Scott Harrison, wife of Benja-
min Harrison, the twenty-third Presi-
dent of the United States, died in the
White House, Washington, at 1:40
o’clock, Tuesday morning, after a lin-
gering illness. The death of this truly
good woman, although not unexpected,
will bring sincere sorrow to the hearts
of the whole American people, for she
was respected and beloved by all, with-
out regard to party, race or nationality;
and to her devoted husband, who re-
mained by her bedside during her pro-
tracted and severe aflliction, the sym-
pathies of right-thinking people
throughout the civilized world, will go
up ireely and earnestly.

Dr. Gardner, the family physician,
who attended Mrs. Harrison through-
out her long illness, has furnished the
press with the following etatement in
regard to her death:

“The primary cause of death was
pulmonary tuberculosis and the imme-
diate cause was asthenia, that is, ex-
haustion, and it would be so stated in
his certificate of death to the health
officer of the District. Harrison
was perfectly conscious to the end.
The final change in her condition came
about 7 o’clock Sunday morning, when
she had a paroxysm of coughing, fol-
lowed by a ‘period of extreme exhaus-
tion, freom which she was never able to
rally. She grew weaker rapidly and
each succeeding hour showed a palpa-
pable decrease of strength. At7 o’clock
I was summoned to the house. Mrs.
Harrison was so weak she could not
speak above a whisper, and she had
completely lost the power of swallow-
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ing. All nourishment and medicines
were necessarily discontinued from

that time. She slept and dozed most
of the day, but retained consciousness
throughout during the short intervals
of wakefulness. The end came quietly
and peacefully and she passed away
without a struggle. It was like the
snuffing of a candle. Her breathing
was scarcely perceptible to those
around her bedside and her life went
out before they had fairly realized it.”

The funeral services at Washington
will take place in the East Room of
the White House, and the funeral
party will leave Washington at noon
on Thursday. The interment will take
place at Crown Hill Cemetery, Indian-
apolig, on Friday. In deference to the
wishes of Mis. Harrison the services
will be simple and private ‘as possible.
The members of the Cabinet and Chief
Justice Fuller will serve as honorary
pall-bearers at Washington.

Hundreds of telegrams and letters of
condolence were received by the Presi-
dent from distinguished people in this
and foreign lands, all expressing heart-
felt sympathy forhim in the hour of
his terrible bereavement.

DEATHS IN THE WHITE HOUSE.

There have been but six deaths in
the White House since its erection.
President William Henry Harrison,
Mrs., Tyler (wife of President John
Tyler, who became President through
his death); President Zachary Taylor;
“Tad” Lincoln (son of the President),
Mzy. Dent (father of Mra. Grant), Min-
ister Allen, of Hawaii.
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General Sickles Visits Cleveland.

General Danjel E. Sickles called upon
Mr. Cleveland last Tuesday afternoon
and had a long conversation with him.
When ssen subsequently General
Sickles said: “My call upon Mr.
Cleveland really had no significance.
While we have not been closely as-
soeiated politically, we have been per-
gsonally on the most friendly terms.
I have become convinced of Rr.
Cleveland’s election, and I called upon
him to congratulate him upon the most
excellent prospects of his campaign.
I had heard that Mr. Cleveland kindly
expressed himself as very much pleas-
ed regarding my nomination, and I
was glad that the signs of the times so
clearly authorized me in congratula-
ting him. [ had the pleasure of mseet-
ing Judge Crisp, speaker of the house
of representatives. There were some
other friends, and we had a very pleas-
ant conversation all around. The
bright prospects of the Democratic par.
ty all over the country agreeable and
gave us cheerful subjects for convrasa-
tion.”

Tammany held her monster Ratifica-
tion Meeting on Tuesday evening. It
was an immense outpouring of the
Democracy of New York.

I
believe that it has gone back on its
pledges and principles and I feel that
my conscience does not justify me in
continuing to aid it with my vote.”

Ex-Chief Justice J. G. Day, of Iowa,
in a speech delivered at Des Moines
last week, renounced his connection
with the Republican party, and came
out strong for Cleveland and Tariff Re-
form . Judge Day removed from Steu-
benville, Ohio, to Iowa, in 1855, and
has been a leading member of the bar
of that State. He was a Captain of
the Fifteenth Towa Infantry during the
late civil war.

Judge Lynde Harrison, of Connecti-
cut, once Chairman of the Republican
State Committee and ex-Speaker of the
Connecticut House of Representatives,
has resigned his membership in the Re-
publican League of New Haven, Itis
stated that Judge Harrison has long!
been opposed to the course of his party

on the tariff question, and that he is
in active sympathy withthe Democrats
in their advocacy of local constitution-
al reform.

One cof the most prominent figures
in Rhode Island politics is Samuel R.
Honey, Mayor of Newport. Mayor
Honey was a brave cfficer in the regu-
lar army until 1870, and a good Re-
publican as long as there was any good
in Republicanism. In 1884 he espous-
ed the cause of Tariff Reform, and at
once became a leader. Since that
time he has been one of the most ac-
tive, aggressive and successful workers
in the Democratic party.

Rev. Dr. S. George Rainsford, of St.
George’s Epigcupal Church, one of the
largest congregations in New York
City, has addressed a large Democratic
meeting at Ridgetield, Conn., and has
declared his intention of taking the
gtump for Cleveland. His suport wil|
influence thousands of votes among
the laboring men, for whose elevation
he has been doing everything in his
power. He is the first clergyman in
the history of the Episcopal Church in
this country to take the stump in a na-
tional election, and already his brother
rectors are criticising the innovation.

F.N. Quale, the well-known grain
commission merchant who is the pro-
prietor of the Quale elevator and of
several flouring mills in Toledo and

leveland, is out for the Democratic
ticket. When asked by a Bee reporter
why he changed his political sentiments
he said:

“I do it as a matter of self-preserva-
tion as much as anything else. The
iron industries and a few others are be-
ing nourished and fostered at the ex-
pense of the farmer and the miller,
and our business has reached a point
where the farmer, who is the chief suf-
ferer, must rebel as a matter of self-
defense against the present system of
taxation.”

Spencer Trask, of the firm of Spen-
cer Trask & Co., Wall street bankers,
and President of the New York Edison
Electric Illuminating company, direc-
tor of several railrcads, and heretofore
conspicuously identified with the Re-
publican party, says he will this year
vote for Cleveland and Stevenson.

Starr Hoyt Nichols, of the Social
Economist, has enlisted under the
Democratic banner. His reasons for
g0 doing, as expressed in a letter to
Chairman Harrity, are that he finds it
impossible to hope for a reasonable re-
form tariff 8o long as Republicans re-
main in power and he believes ths
force bill attacks individual liberty.

The
fall in prices since last year, 24 cents in
wheat, two cents in cotton, one cent per
gallon in oil and about $20 per head in cat-
tle makes a difference of about $6,000,000
in the value of exports for the month.

Wheat is an
eighth stronger than a week ago, but corn
is one cent lower, oats one and one-half
cents, hogs 20 cents and lard 15 cents per
100 pounds, cotton one-eighth lower with
sales of more than 1,100,000 bales for the
week and oil a quarter lower: Improved
corn reports and heavy movement of pro-
ducts push prices downward.”

MacVEAGH'S LOGIC.

Garfield's Attorney-General Betore a
HNew York Audience.

NEW York, October 19 —Cooper Un-

ion was erowded to-night with people
anxious to hear Wayne MacVeagh.
The meeting was held under the aus-
pices of the Democratic Club of New
York City. It being 1egistration day
Mr. MacVeagh was not introduced by
Chairman John H. V. Arnold until
after 9 o’clock.

The principal subject, MacVeagh
said, that he had in the present cam-
paign was to persuade intelligent, self-
respecting men’ that the Republican
party had so radically changed its
standards of public action and its poli-
tics of legislation as to merit the name
of “a revolutionary party.”

Matthew S. Quay, he said, was select-
ed by the leaders 'of the Republican
party to manage their campaign of
1888, because he was known to be with-

ut political gcruples. He was merely
furnished the sinews of war, and knew
best how to secure the desired end.

He was paid, the speaker said, by
getting Mr. Wanamaker in the Cabinet.
The MecKinley bill, Mr. VacVeagh
called “an unrelieved and unmitigated
injury to every workingman in the Na-
tion, and to every other citizen unless
he was in receipt of some of its gen-
erous bounties.”

The Republican party he arraf@®ged
as the monopolistic party. .

“However, we may deceive our-
selves,” Mr. MacVeagh said in conclu-
sion, “the workingmen are no longer
to be deceived. I beseech you, then,
to join in resisting the growing ten-
dency of the rich men to corrupt the
sovereignty.”

DEMOCRATIC MASSACHUSETTS.

ihe Inspirating Talk of Gov. Russell Concern-
ing Tariff Ecform,

CHIcAGo, Oct. 19.—Gov. Raussell of
Massachusetts, being interviewed on
politics, said: “Massachusetts is to-day
Democratie, and the cause of Democ-
racy never appeared in a purer and
stronger light before the people of our
Commonwealth than at the present
time. I have watched with some care
the growing tendency of the State to
enlist in the rank of States Democratic
beyond per-adventure, and the chances
now are more than good that this is
the year and time. For five years past
I have been before the people of the
Commonwealth for their political suf-
frages. have made my canvasses as
a Democrat and as a Democrat the
majorities returned for me year by year
have been greater. I believe it is now
recognized by all political prophets
that Massachusetts will cast its elec-
toral vote for Cleveland.

“It is the tariff and the tariff alone
that has made Maesachusetts more
Democratic in its political suffrage.
Tariff is to-day the live political ques-
tion in our commonwealth. Fiveyears
ago the agitation of the question com-
menced, and now it is understood.
What is the result? Democratic gains
in every county of our State.”

Many Chinese Lost.

Hoxe Koxg, Oct. 17.—The steamer
Bombay and the British cruiser Por-
poise, sent in search of the missing
steamer Bokhara, have found that ves-
sel a total wreck on the Pheng-Hoo Is-
lands in the channel of the Fo-Kien,
between the Island of Formoso sand
the Chinese mainland. The greater
number of the Bokhara’s passengers
and crew were lost, only {wenty-three
persons being saved.

It is learned that after the Bokhara
left Shanghai she encountered a ty-
phoon and was driven on the rocks of
the Pheng-Hoo group. The names of
the lost are unobtainable, but most of
them were Chinese in the steerage.

Officiais of the Pininsular and Ori-
ental Company state that there were
about 10 European officers on the Bok-
bara. Her erew consisted of about 120
Lascars. Very few persons travel
Southward at this time of the year and
the passenger list was therefore quite
small.

A dispatch from Shanghai says it has
been learned there that 35 persons were
saved from the Bokhara. The Bokhara
left Shanghai October 8, and was caught
in a typboon in the narrow sea between
the Island of Formosa and the Chinese
mainland. The high cross seas poured
into the engine room put out the fires
and left the vessel unmanageable.

Wild Ravings of a Congregational
Minister.

New HAavew, Coxy., Oct., 17.—Rev.
Lee Mitchell, of the Grand Avenue
Congregational church, preached a de-
cidedly sensational sermon yesterday
on Columbus. He thanked God that
Columbus was not the hero of the
American people. Columbus found
the dirt on which America stands, but
he did not mean to. America,as a
blessing to herself and the Old World,
was discovered by the Puritans. Co-
lumbus was a great man—but so is Jay
Gould, the railroad wrecker. If rob-
bers are Christians, he said, Columbus
is a saint. He put upthe first cheats
on the gentle, worshipful natives; he
loaded the first slave ghip. The speak-
er protested against Columbus being
held up as a hero to the American
children. It is well enough to cele-
brate the anniyversary, it is truth to
teach that Columbus did it, and it is
wise to show the difficulties he over-
came; but he is not responsible for a
single blessing the world has to-day.
The reverend gentleman continued in
this strain at great length.

The harmony of the party was fur-
ther 1illustrated by the re-nomination
by Tammany Hall of John DeWitt
Warner, a County Democrat in the
12th district. Congressmen Dunphy,
Fellows, Cummings, Fitch, Campbell
and Bourke Cockran were all re-nomin-
ated and the entire delegation will be
elected.
