An Explanation.

It has puzzled many people to decide
why the dark wood so highly valued for
furniture ghould be called rosewood. Its
color certainly does not lock much like
that of a rose, so we must look for some
other reason. Upon agking, we are told
that when the tree is first cut the fresh
wood possesses 8 very strong, rose-like

fragrance, hence the name. There are
half & dozen or more kinds of rosewood
trees. The varieties found in South Amer-
ica and in the East Indies and neighbor-
ing islands. Sometimes the trees grow so
large that planks four feet broad and ten
in leugih can be cut from one of them'—
These broad planks are principally used
to make the tops of piano fortes.
growing in the forest, the rosewood tree is
remarkable for its beauty, but such is its
value in manufactures as an ornamental
wood that some of the forests where it
once grew abundantly now have scarcely
a single specimen, In Madras, the Gov-
ernment has prudently had great planta-
tions of this tree set out in order to keep
up the supply.

States as the result of great speculations
has not affected the Golﬁen State ; neither
have its banks found it judicious or neces-
sary to resort to paper as a means of relief
from stringency.

How the Cooke Failure Crippled the
Washington Ring.
[Washington Correspondence N, Y. Sun.]

As acrumb of comrort, it is refreshing
to know that the most intimate confilants
of the Ring were caught in the explosion
of the First National. Mr. Delano, Secre-
tary of the Interior, seems to have been
treated badly. The Presideat got his mon-
ey back under cover of being a special de-
positor, although he received large inter-
est. Bawyer, Assistant Secretary of the
Treasury, who was inside, drew out the
day before the failure. Williams, the At-
torney General, got his money in gocd
time, and so did others who had a wink
from a good source,

But brother Delano was engaged with
the Young Men’s Christian Association
and a committee for getting possession of
Indian lands by a short process. Between
the two he was so engrossed that Cooke
captured nearly $8,000.of hissavings. He
is very sad, and, like Grant, haslost faith
in human nature.

The Ring brokers, Kilbourne and Latta,
who did the private bargaining of the First
National and were the go-betweens for
shaving contractors, got caught to the tune
of $17,000. Kilbowne is building a pal-
ace, in company with Shepherd, cut of the
spoils, but he is greatly demoralized by
this painful event,.

Even the Judges of the District Court
who always sustained the ring, and who
dissolved injunctions in double-quick time
were not spared. Judge McArtor, who is
building a fine house, suffered to the ex-
tent of $10,000. And the chief, Carter,
was somewhat damaged, though not seri-
ously, as he had just refitted the Hodge
mansion on H street.

Shaw, once of the newspaper fraternity,
but of late years a dabbler in stocks from
Washington, had just completed a grand
residence. He went to New York to-pur-
chase furniture, sold bonds one day, de-
posited the proceeds with Cooke, and the
next day was minus $6,000. Worse than
that, his broker burst, and thus cut the
wires that led into the Treasury. ‘“Poor
Henry !” as Senator Morton pathetically
exclaimed when he saw the usual election
supplies cut off.

Knaves are striving to organize a ring
out of the present misfortune to get the
Northern Pacific bonds indorsed by Con-
gress. They were scattered over the coun-
try through the National Banks with
Cooke represented at Washington. Con-
sequently there will be much pressure from
the victimized, honest holders.

South Atlantic Railroad Project.

CrrcAco, Oct. 10.—The Convention of
delegates from States interested in the
construction of the Chicago and South At-
lantic Railroad, which met here yesterday,
continued its sessions to-day, the day be-
ing devoted to a general and favorable dis-
cussion of the project, and of various pro-
posed routes. Regolutions were adopted
setting forth the necessity of a grand
trunk railroad from Chicago to one or more
of the South Atlantic ports with such
branches and connections as are necessary
to supply the planting States, and pledg-
ing delegates to the Convention to use
their best efforts to organize to secure such
charters, and such connections with exist-
ing railroads, as are necessary to facilitate
the success of the enterprise, and also en-
deavor to procure along the line of the
road such subscriptions and other aid as
may assist the enterprise, and satisfy capi-
talists abroad that these immediately in-
terested have full faith in the success of
the work and of its financial profits on the
investment. After a long discussion of
the various routes proposed by Southern
delegates, it was finally tacitly agreed to
leave that question to be determined by
the engineers and surveyars to be employ-
ed to select the most feasible line. ~Pre-
vious to adjournment a considerable col-
lection was taken up for the benefit of the
Memphis sufferers. The Convention then
adjourned sine die. -

What Will He Do ?

That is a good idea of Thiers to detach
Marshal McMahon from the monarchical
coalition in France by proposing to con-
tinue his dictatorship for some ycars to
come. Thiers supposes that McMahon
and his friends will jump at this offer, and
siding with the Republicans make a ma-
jority in the Assembly against the Count
de Ohambord or any pretender to the
throne. This seems to be about -the only
card the friends of the Republicans can
play. It all depends upon the tem per and
character of McMahon. If he is ambi-
tious of power he will grasp at what has
been handed to him. But if he is looking
to both ease and retirement, he will con-
tinue with the Monarchists and - play the
part that General Monk did in Great Brit-
ain in 1660, when, with the army, he re-
stored King Charles the Second. He ap
parently can have his choiee of either role
—that of Napoleon or Monk. At the
present time he holds in his handsthe des-
tiny of France.— Cin. Enq.

AN ORDINANCE
To limit the authority conferred upon the

Cleveland, Mt. Vernon and Delaware Rail-

road Company by an Ordinance passed June

5th, 1871.

SEC. 1. Be it ordained by the City Council
of the Cityof Mount Vernon, That the Cleve-
land, Mt. Vernon and Delaware Railroad Com-
pany, are hereby prohibited from laying down
and operating any main, side, or spur tracks
on Water street, in said city and from using,
occupying or enumerating any ground on
said sireet North of and along the line of the
main, side, or spur tracks now already-laid
down or being laid down and used by said

Railroad Company on said street.

Sec. 2. That section one of the Ordinance
passed June 5th, 1871, and heretofore men-
tioned be and the same is hereby amended so
as to limit the authority of said Railroad Com-
pany in accordance with the provisions of see-
tion 1 of this Ordinance.

Manure on Wheat.

A correspondent of the Country Gentle-
man, in answer to a question by a subseri-
ber, relating to manuring wheat, truly says
if the greatest benefitis to be had from
it must be applied after the land is plowed;
spead (at ounce) even, and leave so till the
land is sowed ; then mix well with the har-
row or cultivator—if the application is
heavy, use cultivator; sow immediately
after that. By leaving the spread ma-
nure on the surface after plowing, up to
the time of sowing, the rain will wash out
the soluble parts and soak the soil—the
top soil with them. Thisis an even dis-
tribution—persectly so ; and it is the only
way, save by liquid manure, that this can
be done parfectly ; in fact, it 1s liquid ma-
nure, the drenching and washing out by |
the rains. Now, an equal distribution is

= of the utmost importance, as it enables the
roots to come in constant contact with the
fertility ; they are immersed in it.

If the manure is mixed with the soil
(plowed under or worked in with the cul-
tivator) only that part of the soil that
comes in contact with the manure will re-
ceive its benefit, and that in excess, The
rest has none, and is not benefited by the
application. In the other case, where the
strength is washed in the soil, and the re-
remaining manure is mixed with it by the
harrow or cultivator, the seed will at once
start and grow vigorously, and form by
Winter a thick pelt, which, with the ma-
nure, is a protection. The land, by this
method, it will be found, isin excellent
condition, the seed bed moist and mellow.
Where it is wanted to seed down the land,
nothing is better than such a preparation.
Sow the seed (grass seed, not clover) im-
mediately after the harrow covering the
wheat has left the field, and brush in at
once. As to the other question of the cor-
respondent we do not approve of keeping

“manure long and uselessly on hand. The
sooner the soil gets the soluble parts add
the surface the rest for protection, the bet-
ter.

How to Keep Your Winter Apples.
The following excellent suggestions are
offered by the Vermont Farmer: The way
that most farmers save their winter ap-
ples is to hole them up, like potatoes, or
pile them up in a cave or cellar. By this

method you not only lose much valuable
time, but lose very many apples ; and what
you do keep over winter are in bad con-
dition. Apples may be kept in barrels
that are quite open; but the best and
cheapest way is to keep them in crates or
boxes made im the following manner:
The ends or headpieces should be ten or
twelve inches wide by fifteen or eighteen
long. They can be sawed or split. Nail
your boards on the bottom and sides, leav-
ing places for ventilation, Have your

“boards all the same length—about three
feet.

When you gather your apples from the
trees, put them in these boxes (be careful
not to bruise them) and lay the boxes on
each otherin your apple house. Two
men can handle these boxes with ease.
You can look your apples over in these
boxes at any time with but little labor.
When .you are ready to ship, just nail a
board over the top and you are ready.
In this way you get your apples to market
in'good condition and handle them but
once, Keep your house as cold as possi-
ble at all times without freezing,.
