Large 
numbers left the city ou the same day to 
attend Pie Nies at Hunts i:itatiou and 
Maple Grove. ,ve hope that hereafter 
Mt. Vernon folks will have home enjoy­
ments on the 4th of July, and not be com­
pelled to go abroad for sport. -----Distriet Court.
