Daniel Webster says: " The protec­
tion or Ame1i.can lab<lr against the in­
jurious competition <>f foreign labor is 
known historical I)' t<.J have been one 
e11d designed. to be ,,htained by estab­
lisbing tile ConstiL11lion." 

,Tames .Madi.son says: "In support 
of the constitutional power to protect. 
aud foster manufactures by regula­
tion.~ of trade is the uniform an<I 
practical sanction given to that power 
for nearly forty years, with an ac­
quiescence of every state government." 

So long as copyrigbts, patent rights, 
trade-union rules, and monopolies 
exist, England cannot be called a free­
trrule country. l~essemer's monopoly 
destroyed the iron trade; trade-union 
rules cramp the intelligence of the 
workman; patent laws and unwise 
rules lead to bad wo,'k' bad wo1·k sends 
trade elsewhere. ' 

Thirty years prior to 1&50 the balance 
of trade was in England's favor, since 
1&50 that balance bas beeu against 
England. 'l'he deficit bas been made 
up f.rom profits and ca,Pital invested 
abroad. .A. lllr_!(e party m England is 
now in fa,~or o.f " fair trade" or protec­
iion. 

Garfield said: "As an abstract 
U..eory tbe doctrine of free trade seems 
to be univel'Sl\lly true; but as a ques­
tion of practicability, in a cou11try like 
ours, the protective system seems to be 
indispensable. I am for a protection 
wl1icb leads to ultimate free trade. 1 
am for that free trade which can only 
be attained through a reasonaWc pro­
tection." 

Self-preservaUon is tlie fix st law or 
Nature, as it is and should be ot na­
tions. We ought to protect as sacredly 
nod assurdly the labor and the in<lus­
t ,·y of the U Di.tea States as we would 
protect her honor from taint or her 
wrritory from m~asion. ,ve ought t.o 
take care of our own nation and her 
industries first. If our friends abroad 
think tll1s position illiberal. u,ey lla1,e 
only to bring their capital and energy 
t.o this country, and then they wlll 
share with us equally in all tilings. _ 

British theoretical free trade means 
the free e.xcbaoge of commodities be­
tween nations. lt nowhere exists. lt 
1s a myth. 'l:he <luties imposed by 
Great Britian ou the products of for­
eign countries are a tax U\JOn the in­
dustries of those countries for the 
benefit of the British treasury. Thus 
China js taxed upon her tea, butCllina 
must not tax English cottons; Brazil 
is taxed upon her coffee, but llr-J.Zil 
must not tax English iron and steel; 
Lhe South of Europe is t.'\xed upon its 
fruits, but the Soutb ot Em;ope must 
not tax'Engl isb machinery nud cut­
lery- tJ,e Uujl,ed States is taxed UJ>(!n 
lier l,ilnlcco, whJsky, nlcollol, varn1sll, 
etc., but the Unite<I States must not 
tax Ji:fl!llish batdware, salt, woolen 
goods, !men, et.e. All the world must 
be taxed to support the B,itish Gov­
eniment, but all the wo1·ld must main­
tain its own police regulations and pay 
its debts ns best it can.-(;leveland 
EducaUonal Bureau.
