In the vear of our Lord, ONe THOUsAND
Eicur Husprep AND NINETY-ONE, being
the THRID (3d) DAY OF SAID MONTH
is, by the Constitution and Laws of said
State, appointed and made a day on
which the qualified electors of said County
shall meet at their proper places of holding
elections in their respeetive Townships and
Wards, between the hours of 6 o’clock a. m.
and 6 o'clock p. m. of said day, and proceed
to elect by ballot the following State and
County Officers, to-wit: :

One Person for Lieutenant Governor of
the State of Ohio.

Section 18 of an act passed April 30, 1891,
by the General Assembly of the State of
Ohio, provides:

“3gcrron 18. The judges and clerks of
election, when the ({wlls are closed, shall
immediately proceed to count the votes and
certify thesame as hereinafter provided.

When the result of the ballot is ascer-
tained, it shall be immediately announced
by one of the judges in frontof the polling
)ince, and a copy thereof, certified by the
judges and clerks, posted on the front of the
polling place, and a certified copy thereof
given to the persons hereinafter designated
as being entitled to be present at the count
of the votes. {

The county executive committee of each
party having ajticket tobe voted at an elec-
tion may designate a suitable person to be
present at and witness and inspect the
counting of the vote in each precinct, who
shall be admitted to said voting place, and
who shall be entitled toa copy of the certi-
ficate provided for in this act, but no other
person except the election officers shall be
admitted to said polling place before or
after the count begins except as provided in

this act. v

{Vhen all these requirements are complied
with the judges shall, in the presence of the
clerks, and the inspectors provided for in
the preceding section, destroy the ballots
voted or mutilated, and the ballots remain-
ing unvoted; provided, that if there are
any ballots cast and counted or left un-
counted, concerning the legality or regular-
ity of which there is any doubt or difference
of opinion in the minds of the jndges of
election, said ballots shall not be estroyed,
but sealed up and refurned to the clerk of
the court with the returns of the election
for such judicial or other investigation as
may be necessary, with a true statement as
to whether they have or have not been
counted, and if counted, what part and for
whom,

The judges and clerks shall make out
their returns of election and the tally-sheets
thereof in triplicates, signed and certified as
now required by law for the general election
for State, district, circuit and county offi-
cers. One copy thereof shall be immediately
transmitted to the county board of elections,
one copy to the clerk of the court of the
county, and one copy, with the fpoll-books
of thé election, shall be filed with the town-
ship, city, town or village clerk, as the case
may be, to be preserved for one year after
the date of such election. Such returns
shall be securely sealed up in an envelope,
and addressed transversely upon the upper
end thereof to the proper officer or board
with whom they are to be deposited, with
the designation of the township, precinct
and county, which shall be followed by the
certification herein provided for, and shall
be delivered by one of the judges of elec-
tion to the proper board and officers; pro-
vided that in cities of the first-class such
delivery may be made as now provided.”

A Plan for a Permanent
Bank System.

The Forum, for October, publigshes an
interesting article from the pen of
Hon. Michael D. Harter, of Ohio, in
which he proposes an extension of the
national banking system by accepting
in addition to the bonds of the Gev-
ernment, other approved gold-earning
bonds as gecuring for circulating notes.
By providing in this way for the safe
enlargement and extension of our
banking system Mr. Harter reasons
with great force that we might cat tne
ground from under the advocates of
free silver coinage; provide needed
elasticity in adjusting the volume of
currency to the demand of it; do away
with the objection of favoritism now
urged against the national banking sys-
tem; and add a material source of Fed-
eral revenue in the uniform tax pro-
posed upon circulating notes.

Starting with the National Banking
law as it now exists, only modifying it
to adjust it to the changes herewith
proposed, Mr. Harter’s plan is as fol-
lows: >

I.—The list of bonds acceptable as

security for circulating notes should

be enlarged so as to include State,
county, city and railroad bonds under
the following rules:

Street railroad bonds are excluded,
because their franchises are usually of

short duration; and bonds secured by
mortgage upon farms and other real
estate have always proved inferior and
usually unsafe security for bunk notes.

IV.—The present United States tax
upon the circulating notes of State
banka shall cease, provided such notes
are secured in precigely the same man-
ner as natienal bank notes by bonds
deposited with the Auditor or Treasurer
of the State, and provided, also, that
the State in which said bank is located
shall guarantee the payment of its cir-
culating notes. State banks shall pay
the same taxes on their notes and in
the same manner as national banks.

This would, in every State, where
there was a demand for it, restore
state banking to its old condition of
usefulness, and would silence the now
well-founded charge that natjonal
banks enjoy an exclusive and, there-
fore, special privilege—that of igsuing
circulating notes.

V.—The amount of the notes issued
by any State bank shall be under the
control of the State in which it is lgga-
ted, and nothing in this law shall re-
strict the circulating notes of any State
bank to 90 per cent. of the capital paid
in; but no bank!shall issue notes in ex-
cess of 90 per cent. of the par value of
the bonds deposited by it to secure the
payment of said notes.

This provision will be recognized as
sound by most competent bankers, and
experience will probably lead to its ex-
tension ultimately to national banks.

ExGrAND and Germany bhave each
applied for about five acres of apace in
the World’s Fair Building for their ex-
hibits, The applications were made
by Sir Henry T. Wood and James
Dredge, representing the Government
of Great Britain, and by Herr A. Wey-
muth, Imperial Commissioner from
Germany. The requests made by the
foreign Commissioners staggered the
World's Fair officials.

The Republican Fight for Senator.
The Foraker men and the Sherman
men are each claiming that they
have scored a victory in the nomina-
tion of candidates for the Legislature.
Only one more nomination remains to
be made in a district where the Repub-
licans are likely to be successful, and
that is the Ross Senatorial district,
which can probable be carried for For-
aker, if his friends make an effort.
The fight between the Foraker and
the Sherman factions grows more bitter
every day; and the probabilities are
that if the Republicans secure a ma-
jority in the Legislature, (which we
think is not at all likely,) that both
Sherman and Foraker will be dropped,
and a new man (probably Charley Fos-
ter,) will be brought forward as a can-
didate.

It seems that several Republicans,
who were supposed to be friends of Mr
Sherman when nominated for the Leg-
islature, are now hedging, or are trying
to secure votes by double-dealing and
deception. This is notably the case
here in Knox county, where William
Welsh, nominated as a Sherman gnan,
is now trying to play the non-commit-
tal dodge, and electioneer with the two
wings of the Republican party, and
also with Democrats, Alliance men and
Prohibitionists, claiming that he is
running a8 an “independent” candi-
date, and will vote for the “best man,”
just to please himself. But the time

for double-faced deception has gone by,
and Mr. Welsh will find that he cannot
humbug men of his own party, much
less the voters of other parties, by mak-
ing false promises and practising po-
litical trickery and jugglery. Voters
of all parties, this year, demand truth,
eandor, frankness and manliness on
the part of candidates for the Legisla-
ture.

Any Democrat who will vote for
Janus-faced Billy Welsh, will be lack-
ing self-respect. Charles E. Critchfield,
the Democratic candidate for the Leg-
islature, i3 a fair, square and honest
man, who will deceive no man to se-
cure his vote. He is proud to avow
himself a Democrat, and will vote for
the Democratic caucus nominee for
United States Senator.

A Little Plain Talk With the Alli-
ance People.

The Republican papers are taking
great pains to announce that the Alli-
ance is being engineered in theinterest
of the Democratic party. This is a
foolish falsehood, and it is proclaimed
for the express purpose of forcing Alli-
ance Republicans back into the Repub-
lican party. These men read and
think for themselves, and they are not
apt to be influenced by threats and
abuse. They know that the Republi-
can party has become a mere monopo-
listic party, and legislates to make the
rich richer and the poor poorer. The
McKinley Tariff' law, which is the chief
issue in the present campaign, is a
RoBBER TARIFF—a scheme to build up
and enrich protected monopolists and
create oppressive trusts, at the expense
of the toiling, taxed, hard-working peo-
ple of the country.

The only fault we have to find with
the Alliance party is, that they under-
take to do by separate or independent
organization, what they can never be
able to accomplish. All thinking Re-
publicans, who are tired of being taxed
to death for the benefit of millionaire
monopolists, should vote with the real
People’s Party—THE DEMOCRACY.

The next House of Representatives
will be overwhelmingly Democratic;
and although the Senate has a nominal
Republican majority, it is believed that
a sufficient number of Senators from
the Western States, whose interests are
with the tax-ridden farmers instead of
the goldocracy and the protected manu-
facturers of New England, will vote
with the Democracy in wiping out of
existence the McKinley Robber Tax
law. This is the only hope for the
country we can see at present. This is
no time to attempt to build up a new
party, when relief can only come to
the people through the grand old
Democratic party, that has always la-
bored for the greatest good of the
greatest number.

Republican Scheme to Defeat the
Australian Ballot Law.

It now seems evident that the Re-
publicans are engaged in & movement
to defeat the operations of the Austral-
ian Ballot Law, by having it declared
unconstitutional. With this object in
view, Judge W. H.Thompson, a lead-
ing Republican of Hillsborough, has
made a written application to Attorney
General Watson, to bring the subject
before the Supreme Court of Ohio at
once. The matter was submitted to
Chief Justice Williams, who ordered
Thompson’s petition to be sent back to
him for the correction of legal errors.

We do not believe it is possible for the
Republicans to defeat this good law on
any legal technicality; but it is evident
they fear that the law will bring
about a fair and honest election, which
they dread. The law has worked well
wherever it has been tried, and we feel
confident it will work well in Ohio. It
will stop bribery and corruption and
put an end to the “Blocks-of-Five”
method of carrying elections.

Tue Ulster County Savings Bank, at
Kingston, N. Y., closed its doors on
Saturday, and is now in charge of Bank
Superintendent Preston. Expert Ex-

aminers have discovered that Treusurer
Ostrander and his assistant Trumpbour,
have been carrying on a system of
wholesale robbery for years, and per-
jured themselves by making false en-
tries on the books. Ostrander and
Trumpbour, when their stealings were
discovered, were preparing to leave,
but were arrested and placed in jail,
failing to give the necessary bond. The
excitement is intense, and mob law is
threatened, as most of the depositors
will lose the savings of a life-time.

A GENTLEMAN asked us on the street
the other day who was Vice President
when Madison was President; but we
could not then answer his question.
We will now inform him, however,
that Daniel 8. Tompkins, a distinguished
Democratic-Republican of New York,
held the position. Mr. Tompkins had
been a member of the New York Con-
stitutional Convention, a member of
Congress and Governor from 1807 to
1817, at which latter date he resigned
the Governorship to assume the duties
of Vice President.

TuE “heresy” case against the Rev.
Dr. Briggs was brought before the New
York Presbytery on Monday, when the

committee appointed to formulate an
“indictment,” made their report, charg-
ing the Reverend gentleman with utter-
ing unorthodox and dangerous senti-
ments, The trial has been set for the
4th of November. This case has al-
ready created intense excitement in
religious circles, and bids fair to cause
a serious division in the Presbyterian
church.

Hon. D. H. GAuMER, editor of the
Zanesville Signal, who is the State Sen-
ator from the Muskingum-Licking dis-

trict, has sued Charles U. Shyrock, a
member of the Republican Executive
Committee and editor of the Surday
News, for $10,000 damages, for sending a
special to the Cincinnati Commercial
Glazelte and copying the article in his
own paper that Gaumer had offered
Hon. H. J. McDermott $1,500 to vote
for Calvin S. Brice for Senator.

Tae Democratic Bnders in New York
had a conference at the Hoffman
House in New York City, and effected
a thorough organization for the cam-
paign, Flower and Sheehan, the can-
didates for Governor and Lieut. Gover-
nor were present. The very best feel-
ing prevailed, and the utmost confi-
dence was expressed in regard to Dem-

ocratic success in the State.

ANVTER CAVPAIN OF ALY,

Just on the eve of the State election
in 1889, the Cincinnati Commercial Ga-
zette brought out a most villainous
charge against James E. Campbell in
connection with the ballot-box forgery
business, which was wickedly used by
Gov. Foraker to defeat his Democratic
opponent. But it had the opposite of-
tect, and covered its authors with
shame, disgrace and defeat.

A similar campaign of calumny has
just been opened against Gov. Camp-
bell by the Commercial Gazette, the ob-
ject being to destroy his character as
a man of business. The Cincinnati
vaper copies this miserable batch of
falsehoods from the New York Re-
corder. Gov. Campbell feels justly in-
dignant about these false and outrage-
ous charges, and he has served notice
upon all the papers making them that
unless they promptly retract their
falsehoods he will at once commence
suits for libel against them. These are
“words with the bark on.”

Gov. Campbell Among the Yankees.

His Triumphant March Through the
Western Reserve.

Gov.Campbell, during the past week,
has addressed immense meetings in
Yankee land, usually called the West-
ern Reserve. He was well received by
the people, without regard to parly,
and hisspeeches gave great satisfaction.
At Canfield, the Governor took occasion
to allude to the charge of the Cleveland
Leader that he had been speculating in
Wall street. He said he has not owned
a share of speculative stock of any
description for over 11 years and de-
fied the Leader or any other paper or
person to show to the contrary, offer-
ing to afford them all the assistance in
his power. A digpatch from Canfield,
says: “The most ardent Republicans
here concede that the meeting is much
larger than McKinley’s mach boasted
Niles meeting, which cost the protected
barons $20,000.”

In his Canfield speech the Governor’s
description of McKinley’s peripatetic
tin-plate mill kept the audience in a
constant roar, ‘“Its last Ohio appear-
ance,” said the Goverdor, “‘was at Piqua.
In the Major’s speech of Monday he
moved it to Apollo, Pa., and it is mov-
ing toward the Atlantic seaboard at
such a rapid rate that there is grave
danger that it may get back to Wales
betore the close of the campaign. Ma-
jor McKinley is evidently getting ex-
oited. He says his word is as good as
mine, and I believe it is. I don’t know
how I could give the major a better
certificate of character for truth and
veracity than to concede the correct-
ness of his assertion. But when it
comes to the tin-plate matter, and other
questions affected by the tariff, I be-
lieve some one has badly imposed on
the major.”

The next day the Governor spoke at
Youngstow.a, Mahoning county, to an
immense meeting, when, among other
subjects he took up the question of
wages, and made a comparison of the
wages paid in the high tariff and low
tariff centers of the globe. He asked
if any member of his audience could
name a single industry that has raised
the wages on account of the passage of
the McKinley bill. “You can’t name
one,” said the Governor. “I canname
hundreds of places where the wages
have been reduced.” The Governor
then referred to reduction of the wages
of the firm of Carnegie & Co., announc-
ed in the morning papers. He said
Mr. Carnegie had pocketed many mil-
lions of dollars during the last 10 years
by means of the high tariff, and, of
course, he could not be blamed for be-
ing heartily in tavor of the bill. But
now it is time for the people to take the
matter in hand, organize a trust, and
cat down the salary of Mr. Carnegie.
The Governor then furnished figures to
show that American labor was rapidly
being degraded and humiliated by the
importation of foreign labor. The only
Chinese wall that he would erect in this
country would be a wall at Castle Gar-
den to keep out imported workingmen
that come over for the sole purpose of
under-bidding American labor.

Gov. CAMPBELL is a wonderful mixer,
and herein he has a greatadvantage
over the daddy of the Robber Tariff.
Wherever Campbell goes he makes a
good impression upon all, whether
Democrats or Republicans, old or
young, rich or poor, male or female.
He can shake more hands and say
more pleasant things to each one pre-
sented, in a given time, than any pub-
lic man in Ohio to-day. You may bet
on it—Campbell’s going in.

GEN. BouLANGER, who was at one
time the pride of France, but who of
late years has been under a cloud, and
has been compelled to live in exile, in
consequence of his revolutionary de-
signs, committed suicide on the grave
of his mistress, Madame de Bonnemain,
in Brussels, on the 30th ult. The par-
ticulars of the tragical event are given
on the first page of this week’s BANNER.
The Republic will survive.

Tue fight between Sherman and
Foraker is now on in dead earnest, and
it will be red-hot before election day.
Foraker, when told that Shermen men
were saying that he was so badly dis-
tanced in the Senatorial race that
they expected him to withdraw at any-
time, smiled and said: “You ask my
friends about that,” with & manner
that seemed to add, “and you’ll hear a
very different story.”

Tue Irish National League of Ameri-
ca, which met at Chicago last week,
declared itself absolutely independent
of the warring factions in Ireland, or
their auxiliary bodies in this country.
M. V. Cannon, of Omaha, was chosen
President to succeed John Fitzgerald.
John F. Sutton was re-elected Secretary

by acclamation, and Mr. Gallagher, of
New York, was chosen Treasurer.

THE new Election Law provides, that
“if at the opening of the polls in any
precinct there shall be a vacancy in the
office of Clerk or Judge of Election,
the same shall be filled by the electors
present and from the political party
which is entitled to such office under
the provisions of this act.”

TuERE isintense excitement at Houtz-
dale, Pa., over the failure of the Houtz-
dale and Clearfield Banks. Both con-

cerns are in the hands of Receivers.
The liabilities will reach $700,000. The
Cashiers and Presidents have been ar-
rested, and gave bonds. A drunken
Hungarian mob threatened to kill
President Dill, and he was protected
by an armed force.

McKixLEY's “great” American tin
factory has changed its location from
Piqua, Ohio, to Apollo, Pa. Ttisa 7x9
building, with a high fence around,
with “no admittance” over the gate,
and employs a man and a little boy.

A. B. Turner & Co., Boston Bankers,
engaged in heavy speculations and
failed. Liabilities reported at $350,000.

Chinese troops in Hunan.are in a
mutinous condition, and fears are en
tertained for the safety of the foreign-
ers.

Mrs. Frank Hanna, of Steubenville,
gave her child a dose of laudanum by
mistake for syrup of rhubarb, causing
its death.

The Elks of Portsmouth have just
Iaid the corner-stone of a magnificent
palace, which, when completed, will
cost $30,000.

As a result of the recent earthquake
at Fillmore, Ind., a hole has appeared
in the ground eight feet square and
without a bottom.

The Phcenix Fire Clay Company, at
Malvern, Ohio, has been closed by the
Sheriff, on claims amounting to $3,000,
and 100 men are idle.

An explosion in the Richardson col-
liery, at Pottsville, Pa., Saturday even-
ing, entombed six men, with no hope
of their recovery alive.

Nine riotous negroes, who fired upon
officers who attempted to arrest them,
near Helena, Ark., were taken from
jail by a mob and hung.

During the last six weeks there has
been sent to England from Daluth,
Minn., 4,000,000 bushels of wheat and
100,000 barrels of flour.

day.

Dr. Wm. Bushnell, of Manasfield,
celebrated his 91st birthday a few days
ago.

stated.

The residence of John Ganther, an
old and respected citizen of Alliance,
was entered by burglars a few nights
ago,and over $600 taken from his
pockets.

pW'hile Prof. Renfro, a white teacher,
was correcting a negro pupil at the
colored Normal school at Huntsville,
Ala., on Thursday, the boy seized a
chisel and embeded it in Renfro’s
b(riain, killing him. The boy was arrest-
ed.

Frank Leslie’s barn, three miles
North-east of Circleville, was set on
fire by some miscreant incendiary, last
Wednesday morning, and was com-
pletely destroyed, together with all the
contents.

I do not eay to you that
wheat will go to $1.50 or $2 a bushel,
nor do I ask you to hold your crop till
next spring; nor do I speak in behslf
of the State Farmers' Alliance, but in
my individual capacity. I express my-
Lelief that the farmers are being robbed
of one-fourth the value of their product
and they should totally stop all sales of
wheat for a time and then let it out so
as to not break down the market.”

Sizth Ward—In the Wagon-making Shop of
Abraham Stokes, located on the Southwest cor-
ner of Norton and Burgess Streets.

SEC. 2. That any and all ordinances herebe-
fore enacted or now in force and in any way
conflicting with this ordinance are hereby re-
pealed.

Furnish Natural Gas for the Purpose of
Lighting, Heating, Manufacturing and other
Purposes in the City of Mt. Vernon, Ohio.

w ECTION 1. Be it ordained by the City Coun-
cil of the City of Mount Vernon, Ohio, That
J. D. Thompson, G. A. Jones, James Rogers and
Howard Harper and associates, their heirs,
successors and assigns as individuals, or as a
body corporate, under such name and style as
they may hereafter adopt, shall be, and they
are authorized and vested with full and com-
lete power and grivileges of using the streets,
anes, alleys an pub]ic grounds of said city,
including any territory that may hereafter be
annexed thereto, for the purpose of laying gas-
pipes and repairing same, and all work neces-
sary and incident thereto. The main pipes
North and South on Main Street, between Su-
gar and Wooster Streets, tobe laid down within
one year from the passage of this ordinance,
under the control of a Joint Committee of the
City Council and said company. And the use
of said streets, lanes, alleys and public grounds
is hereby granted for the purposes of laying
pipes to convey Natural Gas to supply said city
and its citizens for lighting, heating, manufac-
turing and other purposes, and to that end
they may and shall have the full power and
anthority to ogen and use said streets, lanes,
alleys, and public grounds, provided the same
are not unnecessarily obstructed, and are re-
paired in a reasonable time, and left in as good
condition as they found them.

Provided, however, and this ordinance and
the privileges herein granted is upon the con-
dition that the necessary amount of gas be pro-
cured and proper pipes and facilities for sup-
plying the same, shall be in place ready for
operation within three years from the passage
of this ordinance.

BEc. 2. For and in consideratlion of the priv-
ileges herein granted the parties herein named,
their associates, heirs and assigns, shall furnish
gas for heating the City Council Chamber free
of charge.

8Ec. 3. That an ordinance entitled an ordi-
nance to permit certain persons to use the
streets, lanes, alleys and public grounds of said
city, passed August 10th, 1891, b2 and the same
is hereby repealed.

SEC. 4. That this ordinance shall take effect
and be in force from and after the passage and
due publication.

AN ORDINANCE

To Regulate Trespassing on Moving Trains.

JECTION 1. Be it ordained by the City Coun-
cil of the City of Mt. Vernon, Ohio, That it
shall be unlawful for any person to take hold
of, get off from, or on to any railroad car, pas-

TERRIBLE RAILROAD DISASTER.

Three Persons Killed and Twenty-
four More or Less Injured.
AxgroN, 0., Sept. 30.—Early this
morning a collision occurred one mile
east of Kent on the New York, Penn-
gylvania & Ohio between a freight and
a passenger train. Three persons were
killed outright, and twenty-four injured
several fatally. The passenger train
was the Michigan section of the Olin
family excursion, members of which
were going to the national reunion of

their families at Bennington, Vt. Many
other Michigan people took advantage
of the low rates g0 visit friends in the
East. It was a foggy night and the
collision occurred on the long fill thirty
feet high, in the middle of which was a
bridge sixty feet long over the Pittsburg
and Western tracks. Part of the pas-
genger train was on the bridge when
the crash came. The engines plowed
into each other and reared high in the
air and the cars on each side crushed
together like cardboard. William
Maxwell of Meadville, traveling engi-
neer of the section division, who was
riding on the passenger engine, had
started back over the tender just be-
fore the collision. He was caught be-
tween the tender and baggage car and
was ground to ajelly, one leg being torn
off and thrown down the bank. Engi-
neer C.E. Brown, of Meadville, who
was in the freight, and Engineer F. H.
Nichols of the same place, jumped off
and saved their lives. Fireman Stev-
ens, of the passenger train, followed
suit and was badly hurt in tumbling
down theembankment. Fireman Clay-
ton Glass of Marville was caught in the
wreck and crushed to death. The pas-
genger train consisted of five sleepers,
five day coaches and a baggage car.
The latter and the first day coach were
jammed into bits and the occupants
buried in the debris. The second day
coach was badly wrecked, seats and
timbers being heaped up almost to the
ceiling in the center of the coach. The
rear portion was kept almost intact, but
jammed into the forward portion of the
third day coach, which was lifted off

Proposed Amendment to the Constitntion
of Ohio.

TAXATION:

SeotIoN 1.—Be it resolved by the General As-
sembly of the State of Ohio, That a propostion
shall be submitted to the electors of this State
on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November, 1891, to amend Section 2, of Article
XII, of the Constitution of the State of Ohio, so
that it shall read as follows:

ARTICLE XII.

Sro. 2.—Laws may be passed which shall tax
bya uniform rule all moneys, credits, invest-
ments in bonds, stocks, joint-stock companies,
or otherwise; and all real and personal property
according to the true value thereof in money. In
addition thereto, laws may be passed taxing
rights, privileges, franchises and such other
su‘i)ject matters as the legislature may direct;
but burying-grounds. public school-houses,
houses used exclusively for public worship, in-
stitutions of purely public charity, public prop-
erty, used exclusively for any public purpose,
and other property, may, by general laws, be
exempted from taxation; and the value of all
property so exempted shall, from time to time,
Lo ascertained and published as may be directed
by law

Seo. 2.—At such election, those electors desir-
ing to vote for such amendment may have
placed upon their ballots the words “Taxation
Amendment—YES,"” and those opposed to such
amendment may have placed upon their ballots
the words ‘‘Taxation Amendment—No.”

IN A DEEP HOLE.

The Repubiican Legislative
Nominee Writes a Keerd.

He is Then Nubjected to the
Interviewing Process,
And Makes Some Exceedingly
Contradiciory Statements.

lie is Trying to Succeed by
the Independent Racket,

But Dare Not Deny that He
Wi1ill Vote Against Sherman
for the U, 8. Senate.

The BaxNEr had a remarkable call from
a remarkable personage, Friday, and there-
murks made by this remarkble man will be
a subject of remark among the voters of
Knox county during the balance of the
present campaign.

The “distinguished” visitor was none
other than Mr. William Welsh, the Re-
publican nominee for Representative in the
Legislature.

He came unheralded and unannounced.
He brought his suave manners and oily
tongue along and introduced the object of
his cunning mission by the following ob-
servation:

“The Baxxer has the reputation of being
fair towards its political opponents and
having unintentionally misrepresented me,
1 wish to be set aright by the publication of
a card which I hold in my hand.”

The missive was then submitted to the
editor, while winsome Willie stood by and
endeavored to study its effects on the editor-
ial mind, all the while wearing a smile of
gentleness that was calculated to impress
those present with his sincerity of purpose
as well as his “independence’” of character.
The aforesaid keerd was brief and to the
point and reads as follows:

MR. WELSH'S CARD.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE BANNER:

Sia—My attention is called to the follow-
ing statement which appeared in your
paper of October 1, viz:

As the next Legislature willin all proba-
bility be Democratic, the farmers and labor-
ing men of Knox county who wish to show
their opposition to Senator Sherman, should
cast their votes against William Welsh, the
Republican nominee for Representative,
who is pledged to Sherman’s eandidacy.

I assume that you do not wish to willfully
misrepresent me or any other man, and
therefore desire to say in your paper that
the statement that I am pledged to Sher-
man’s candidacy, and all statements that I
am in any way pledged to Sherman or any
other candidate are entirely untrue. I am
pledged to no man. WiLriaM WeLsH.
Wr. Welsh was invited to be seated, when
the following dialogue took place, which is
faithfully reproduced.

BaxNER—"The BaAxNER will be pleased to
print your card Mr. Welsh, but in view of
the fact that youaspire to represent the 27,-
000 people, men, women and children, who
reside in Knox county, we would like to
propound a few questions to you. Itis well
understood and has never been denied that
Mr. W. L. McElroy, who had been a candi-
date for the legislative nomination for sev-
eral months prior to the Republican County
Convention, was compelled to stand aside,
because it was believed he was favorable to
the candidacy of Ex-Governor Foraker, and
that you were brought out at the last mo-
ment and nominated by the friends of
Sherman, thereby committing you to the
candidacy of Senator Sherman. In this
light of the proceedings what have you to
say about the matter?”

Mys. Welsh—"1 don’t care who made any
pledges for me, I am not committed to Sher-
man or any other man. I was not at the
Convention, did not seek the nomination
and am free to do as I please, if elected.”
Baxxer—"When you are seeking Demo-
cratic votes, Mr. Welsh, you will frequent-
ly be asked, whether, if elected, you will
support Mr. Sherman for the Senate, if he is
the nominee of the Republican legislative
caucus. What will your reply be to such
an inquiry?"”’

Mr. W.—I don’t know anything about
caucusses, but I propose to vote for the
man that I think will serve the people
best.”

BANNER—''Do you mean to say that you
will vote for the Democratic or Farmers’
A lliance candidate for Senator, if you be-
lieve either of them is a better man for
the place than John Sherman?”

Mr. W.—I don’t say who I will vote for.
I propose to act independent.”
Baxyer—"Then yovu are running as an
independent candidate on the Republican
ticket—is that the way of it?”

Mr. W.—"I have always affiliated with
the Republican party. I did not ask for the
nomination and am therefore free to vote
for whom I please for U. S. Senator. I pro-
pose to act independent and weuld not
pledge myselfat this time if any one should
offer me one million dollars. You can ask
Col. Cooper, Jack Stevenson or George
Beaton how I stand on this question. They
have all tried to pump me, but got no satis-
faction for their trouble. I told them as I
tell you that I will do justas I please.”
Baxxez—'‘Let us understand each other,
Mr, Welsh. The Democratic nominee for
the Legislature, Judge Critchfield, emphat-
ically says that if re-elected he will oppose
John Sherman’s election and vote for a
Democrat for U. S. Senator. Now, then, if
there are but two candidates before the Leg-
islature, John Sherman for the Republicans,
and Lawrence T. Neal or some other good
Democrat, will you vote for the Democratic
candidate in preference to Sherman?”

Mr. W.—*No, sir; I will not. I propose
to vote for some good Republican, but that
necessarily need not be John Sherman, or
it might. I will not say at the present time
what I will do.”

Baxsez—*"Suppose that the Republican
candidates are John Sherman, J. B. Fora-
ker or Charley Foster, which one would you
support?”’

Mr. W.—*I won't tell you or any other
man how I will vole, except that I will
vote for the man that suits me the best.”
Baxner—''You wish it understood, then
that you will not vote for a Democrat or
People’s Party candidate for U. 8. Senator,
but that your choice will be a Republican,
and furthermore that the wishes of your
constituents will haveno in fluence on your
actions and that you propose to do the “in-
dependent racket” while seeking votes in
Knox county, but will act with the Republi-
can party on all political questions?"”

Mr. W.—*I have told you that I propose
to do just as I pleased and I don’t want you
to put any words in my mouth that I have
notuttered. I simply want you to publish
my card, just as I have written it, without
comments.”

Banner—*Certainly, you do; but your
equivocating, doub!e-back-action, indepen-
dent dodge, won't work, Mr. Welsh, and
the BANNER will most assuredly inform the
voters of Knox county exactly where you
stand. That in seeking to obtain the sup-

Another Card Writer.
The BANNER was presented with another
card, Monday morning, written by Hon. W.
C. Cooper, concerning the *‘conference” held
with Senator Sherman at the Curtis House
parlor, reference to which was made in these
columns last week. The Colonel states
that he did not inform the Senator that
Billy Welsh could be elected “if the proper
sinews of war were furnished,” and that he
Las no recollection of Welsh’s name being
mentioned during the conversation. He
concludes by saying:
“I believe it proper in this communication
to say that it is my information and belief

NATURAL GAS.

A Proposition to the Citizens of
Mt. Vernon, Which Looks
Like Business.
In an interview with Mr. L. E. Reynolds
and Mr. C. T. Ensminger of the Curtis
House, the following facts were learned of
the natural gas outlook for Mt. Vernon.
Mr. Ensminger speaking said: “The propo-
sition for piping natural gas from the East-
ern part of the county has taken positive
shape and is now an assured success if the
people here will take the proper interest in
it. The work of development has been
going on quietly, and the cost of drilling
more wells, building and equipping the
pipeline, have been carefully estimated.”
On being asked if there would bean in-
corporated company organized, Mr. Ens-
minger replied: ‘“Not for the present, This
is an individual enterprise, the gentlemen
connected with itbeing abundantly able to
build the line and the money ix already pro-
vided for that purpose. We have a plain
business proposition to make to the citizers
of Mt. Vernon and upon their co-operation
depends the success of the venture. What
we ask is that the consumers of fuel sub-
scribe what they estimate would be the cost
of a year’s supply of coal or wood—one
third to be paid when the line is completed
to Mt. Vernon, one-third in thirty daysand
the balance in sixty days, the money to be
22id over to a committee of Mt. Vernon
geNtlemen, who shall be selected by the
suscribers, theamount to be held in trust by
the committee until the contract has been
thoroughly complied with.”
Mr. Ensminger further explained that the
money so suscribed is to be used in laying a
suitable pipe line in and through the streets
and alleys of Mt. Vernon for the purpose of
conducting the gas; that they obligate them-
selves to charge not to exceed 25 cents a
thousand feet for the gas and in addition
will make a rebate or reduction of 10 per
cent. to the suscribers in their gas bills,
until the amount of their subscriptions has
been consumed,

When it has been demonstrated that the
first pipe line will adequately supply the
domestic wants of the people, there will be
a second and a larger line built to supply gas
for manufacturing purposes, that will en-
courage new enterprises to locate inour
midst. If our people takehold of this mat-
ter as they should do, Mr. Ensminger prom-
ises that Mt. Vernon will have natural gas
by Christmas time.

Great Texas Orator’s
Splendid Address.

Hon. Roger Q. Mills of Texas, is known
throughout the country as the gifted Cham-
pion of Tariff Reform and occapies a posi-
tion directly opposite to that of Maj. Wm.
McKinley, the apostle of High Taxation,
known by the high sounding name of Pro-
tection.

Mr. Mills’ assignment to speak at Mt.
Vernon Wednesday of last week, by the
State Committee, was a compliment that
the local Democracy fully appreciated, and
the Opera House was not only filled to over-
flowing on the occasior, but standing room
was ata premium and hundreds were turned
away, being unable to gain entrance to the
auditorium.

During the time the audience was assemb-
ling, the Central Brass Band of Pleasant
township occupied a position in the front
rows of the balcony and discoursed pleas-
ing music. There were quite a number of
prominent Republicans in the audience,
gentlemen as well as ladies, and they paid
the distinguished Texan a compliment by
remaining as attentive listeners to the close
of his speech.

Right here, an incident that occurred at
the conclusion of the meeting is worthy of
note. Among the scores of people who
sought the opportunity of being presented
to Mr. Mills and extending their congratu-
lations, was a prominent Republican doctor
and his amiable wife. The doctor took oc-
casion to make this remark: “My wife was
very mnuch interested in your speech.
While we are both Republicans we enjoy
hearing the other side of the question de-
bated. Mrs. — has just remarked to me
that after hearing your able address she will
hereafter be considerable of a weather vane
in politics, and at presentseems to be con-
verted to your ideas of the tariff question.”
The same impression made upon this
highly intelligent lady, was voiced by many
Republican voters, particularly among
workingmen and many declarations were
made that the speaker had given the clearest
exposition of the relation of the tariff to
labor and wages ever heard from a public
speaker in this city.

It was nearly 8 o'clock when Mr. Mills
arrived at the Opera House, accompanied
by Hon.John D. Thompson, Hon. L. Har-
per, Hon. C. E. Critchfield of this city,
Judge Waldo Taylor and Hon. Wm. Bell of
Newark and Hon. 8. K. Donavin of Dela-
ware.

The meeting was organized by the selec-
tion of Hon. John D. Thompson as Chair-
man, who said he would not detain the vast
assemblage by any extended remarks, and
he at once introduced Mr. Mills as the best
posted man in the country on the tariff
question.

The speech of Mr. Mills was one of the
most logical, enterfaining and eloquent ex-
positions of the high tax fallacy that was
ever heard in this community, and he held
his immense audience for nearly two hours,
very few, if any, leaving the hall.

To publish anything likea full report of
his masterly speech would be simply im-
possible in the space we have at our com-
mand, as a verbatim report would more
than fill this page of the BAxxer. We will
therefore only attempt to give a brief syn-
opsis of a few of the points, not even so
much as mentioning many of the good ar-
guments made by the able statesman.

MR. MILLS' SPEECH.

The distinguished speaker gave a very
clear statement of the position of the Dem-
ocratic and Republican parties on the great
question of taxation. The Republican par-
ty, said he, is in favor of a system of taxa-
tion which will give maximum of protegqtion
and minimum of revenue; they are in favor
of asystem which will put into the pockets
of a priyiliged class nine dollars for every
one dollar put into the treasury of the
United States. The Democratic party, on
the other hand, was pledged to a system
which would bring the maximum of reve-
nue with the minimum of protection—
which would put into the coffers of the
government an amount sufficient for its
economical administration with the least
amount of favoritism to special classes. The
Democratic party would eliminate the idea
of protection in the levying of custom
duties.

The speaker then went on to give a short
history of the tariff legislation in the
United States. He said that the first tariff
levied was only temporary in its purpose
and very low in rate, not averaging over 8
per cent.—that this was demanded as only a
mere temporary expedient for the benefit of
manufacturers who claimed that 8 per cent.
was so productive of big profits that they
began to clamor for more, asserting at each
successive demand that the former tariff
was inadequate to their needs. Finally,
through constant importunities, connected
with intrigue, unremitting endeavor and
false assertions, the tariff has undergone
continuous modifications and revisions, get-

until it has finally reached its present ini-
quitous and damnable enormity. People
seem to have forgotien the fact that before
the formation of the Union, the adoption of
the constitution and the establishment of
the federal government, that manufactures
had grown up in the colonies and had be-
come a menace to the prosperity of their
British brethern aeross the seas. Manufac-
ture had thrived during the low tariff pe-
riod from 1846 to 1860, and why were they
notable to stand a reduction now? Had they
grown weaker under protection? Such
must be the logical conclusion if the asser-
tions of protectionists are true. The Re-
publican leaders had not always been in
favor of the perpetuation of such a system
of taxation. John Sherman had said not
many years ago that “Every advance toward
a free exchange of commodities is an ad-
vance in civilization: every obstruction to a
free exchange is born of the same narrow,
despotic spirit which planted castles upon
the Rhine to plunder peaceful commerce, it

Nothing is worse than section-
alism in a nation, and nothing is better for
the peace of nations than unrestricted free-
dom of commerce and intercourse with each
other.”

The speaker then went on to illustrate
how the tariff is a tax imposed on the
people. Last year this country imported
$480,000,000 worth of foreign products, to
which was added $220,000,000 reyenue paid
! by the consumer. The importer had reim-

bursed himself out of the pocket of thecon-
sumer because the consumer can not pro-
duce it.

Work was divided among the millions
and no country could expect to get along
without other countries.

If the foreign producer pays the tax in-
stead of the consumer no drawback would
be refunded from the United States Treas-
ury on certain articles.

With reference to sugar the speaker said:
The duty was taken off and the price lower-
ed to the full amount of the tax taken off;
if taking the tax off lowered the price to
the consumer, as it did, it was very evident
the tax before taken off was paid by the
consumer. The best way to determine how
to decrease the circulation was to deter-
mine how to keep it in the pockets of all,
under such & system of taxation as advo-
cated by the Republicans. Equal rights to
all, exclusive privileges to none, was the
Democratic doctrine. The Republican plan
of taxation was the most disgusting system
the ingenuity of man could devise. It
meant money to build up an aristocracy.
Checked importation meant checked expor-
tation, throwing the agricultural product
back on the counmry and bringing distress
upon the people.

When the foreigner was stopped from
bringing in his manufactured products, iron,
which he can make cheaper than can be
done here, he was by this means stopped
from taking American wheat, corn and
cotton, the main products of this coun-
try. This country yearly raised enough
agricultural produets to ship $1,000,000,000
to foreign countries; erfough to bring into
this country in seven years and a half all
the gold and silver in the world. Trade
must be in exchanging the surplus pro-
ducts of one people with the surplus pro-
ducts of another people. The children of
the poor were cryigg for bread, while the
McKinley bill builds palaces for Carnegies.
Nothing was imported that could be pro-
duced as cheap'y and as well here as else-
where. What could not be so produced
ought to be imported. There was thus no
collision between foreign and home mar-
kets. The United States had arrived at the
point where Ehe could oversupply home
markets and foreign markets had to be
sought.

Wheat was produced here cheaper than in
any other country in the world. There was
no competition and hence no protection.
Farming was the great preponderating oc-
cupation of the country. Wheat was high-
er in every other country than this and was
a drug on the market here. Other coun-
tries could not buy our wheat because they
made their money by selling their manu-
factured products and had o buy where
they could sell. Protecotin drove their
products out of our markets, hence they
purchased wheat elsewhere. This country
consumes 320,000,000 bushels of wheat
yearly and has & yearly surplus of 180,000,-
000 bushels. Protection provides if this
surplus cannot be sold elsewhere it must be
consumed by imported paupers brought
here to work in the manufactories. To
consume all the surplus 36,000,000 more
foreign paupers would have to be imported
in order that consumer and producer would
be on equal terms. Democracy wanted
more markets and more demand for home
labor. The direct tendency of the tariff
was to reduce the rate of wages. A labor-
ing man gets more wages here but does five
or six times as much work as is doneat
the same trade in a foreign country.

Not the rate of wagee, but the article pro-
duced that comes into competition. De-
mocracy would have no rich, no poor peo-
ple, but rather a middle class, all equal. In
Democratic times millionaires were few and
far between, under Republican administra-
tions they were numerous.”

Thirty years ago you could count them on
the fingers of one hand, now there are gaid
tobe 10,000 of them in this country, some
of them nearly billionaires. Thos. G. Shear-
man has said that 25,000 people own one-
half of our entire wealth.

The cheeks of the American people were
mnade to burn with shame by the spectacle
of rich parents of this country taking their
daughters across the ocean and hawking
them around for titles; going over accom-
panied by lawyers, ready to draw up papers
exchanging so many thousand dollars a
year for the privilege of having their daugh-
ters bear a title from some disreputable
prince, whose title was originally acquired
by some remote ancestor through robbery
and murder.

The decrease of wages is always exactly
as the increase of tariff. If a farmer isable
to average one dollar per day, or one bushel
of wheat, as wages when the manufacturer
has no tariff levied for his protection, and
then a tariff of 100 per cent is levied for the
protection of the manufacturer, a yard of
eloth, which before cost one dollar, will
command two dollars. In other words, the
amount of the tariff will be added to the
price of thecloth, and it will then require
two day's wages or two bushels of wheat
to buy the yard of cloth, which is equiva-
lent to the reduction of the farmer's wages
from one dollar per day to fifty cents per
day. This protection of favored classes is
fast robbing the people and putting all the
wealth into the hands of a few.

The people of this country must puta
stop to this tendency toward aristocracy and
wealth. No class should have a money ad-
vantage over others. In conclusion the
people were urged to demand Democratic
principles by voting the whole Democratic
ticket.

At the close of his remarks the speaker
received a perfect ovation from the crowd
who had followed him closely through his
admirable address and who would gladly
have listened to him much longer.

Challengers.

Under the new ballot law section 2 pro-
vides that “two challengers may be provid-
ed by the precinet committeemen of each

voted for at each election, who shall be ad-
mitted to the polling place for the purpose
of challenging electors in such precincts
and they may keep tally of theelectors vot-
ing, and who shall serve without compen-
sation from the county, village or town-
ship.”” They are required to takean oath
‘that they will not cause any delay to per-
sons offering to vote furtheg than is neces-
sary to procure satisfactory information of
the qualification of each person as an elect-
or and that they will not communicate or
disclose to any person how any elecior has
voted at such election.

The executive committee of each party
are empowered to make the appointments
and should all four parties be represented by
a full quoto of challengers, there would be
present at each voting precinct, including
the judges and clerks of election, fourteen
persons, which certainly ought to insurea
free election and a fair count.

COUNCIL COLLECTIONS.

Pian for Opening Chestnut

Street Adopted.
Several Imporiant Ordinances
Become Laws.

Additional Electric Lights Or-
dered for DPDark Streets.

Beginning with last Monday the sessions
of Council commence at 7 p. m., a half
hour earlier than during the summer sea-
son.

All the members were present at this ses-
sion but Mr. Tulloss, who was unavoidably
detained.

The minutes of the previous

were read and approved.

Mayor McMannis reported the collection
of %6 for fines and licenses, which amount
had been credited to the general fund.

The Mayor also submitted a report, under
direction of Council. of the fines and licen
ses collected in hisoffice for the six months
from April 1, 1891, to October 1, 1891, as
follows: Fines $281.40; licenses $219.50.
Total $500.90. The report was received and
placed on file.

Under the call of special committees Mr.
Cole reported that the expense of opening
West Chestnut street would come within
the levy.

Mr. Lee reported that the changes in the
engine houses and places intended for vot-
ing under the new law, were being pushed
forward and would shortly be completed.
Mr. Coe reported that he had examined
the locality in the vicinity of Gambierave-
nue and Division street, and on account of
the four rows of shade treesin the park
and abutting streets, made the point one of
darkestin the city after nightfall. He there-
fore recommended that an electric light be
placed in that neighborhood under thedi-
rection of the First Ward trustees.

Mr. Trick moved that the report beamend-
ed by authorizing the light committee to in-
vestigate the necessity of placing an electric
light on East Pleasant street, near the prop-
erty of Mr. Barrett.

After some little discussion and explana-
tion, both the original motion und amend-
ment carried without opposition.

On motion of Mr. Appleton the Supply
Committee was authorized to purchase baled
straw for the useof the Fire Department.
Mr. Lee secured an order for the same
committee to buy baled hay for the Fire
Department horses.

On motion of Mr. Weiss the location of
an electric light pole on Gambier avenue
in front of Ed. Moore's residence was or-
dered to be changed.

Mr. Coe said he was requested to bring up
the matter of the city’s securing a connec-
tion with the Plum alley sewer in order to
carry off the mud and sand washed down
from the Public Square.

Mr. John D. Thompson, one of the own-
ers of the sewer, said that the owners of
the lower half of the sewer might object to
having the same used forthe purpose in-
dicated.

On motion of Mr. Lee, the Mayor was
ordered to notify Den Smith to trim a hedge
fence on Calboun street, that obstructs the
view of an electric light at that point.

On motion of Mr. Meyers, the Clerk was
instructed to notify H. L. Curtis to raise
and repair sidewalk within ten days at the
corner of Vine and Mulberry streets.

Mr. Coe moved that the Sewer Commit-
tee be instructed to confer with the owners
of Plum alley sewer in regard to securing
connection therewith, and report to Council
the expense of thesame. Carried.

Mr. Trick stated that the propertyowners
on West Chestnut street, interested in the
opening of said street, had agreed to accept
the levy, divided in two payments, and to
waive all claims for damages arising there-
from. He asked the consent of Council for
the Special Committee to accept the propo-
sition, which was granted.

On motion of Mr. Lee the police room in
the 3d Ward engine house was ordered to be
calcimined, and a new matting was ordered
for the Mayor's office.

On motion of Mr. Cole the Civil Engi-
neer was ordered to investigate and give
the true line on High street, West from
Chas. Warren's residence.

The Mayor reported that grade-stakes for
sidewalks were causing annoyance to pedes-
trians and unless removed where they are
not to be used at once may give rise to liti-
gation.

Several ordinances that were introduced
at the opening of the session, went through
the several readings and were passed, their
titles being as follows:

An ordinance to prevent trespassing on
trains; fixing the places of holding elec-
tions in the city of Mt. Vernon; establish-
ing the grade on a portion of East Front
street; granting the use of the streets and
alleys of the city to J. D. Thompson, G. A.
Jones, James Rogers, Howard Harper and
others to lay natnral gas pipes.

The full text of these ordinances wiil be
found in our advertising columns.

Council adjourned for one week.

Killedin a Runaway.
Mrs. George Schooley, who resides a short
distance North of Millwood, met with a

sudden and frightful death Saturday even-
ing. She had accompanied her husband to
Millwond to do some trading and they were
preparing to start for home, when the ac-
cident occurred that caused her death. She
stood up in the buggy to arrange her shawl
when the horses frightened at something
and madea lunge forward throwing Ler out
of the vehicle backwards. She fell upon
her head fracturing her skull and dislocat-
ing her neck. Bystanders ran to her as-
sistance and a surgeon was quickly sum-
moned, but an examination showed that
the vital spark had fled. The calamity
caused a feeling of gloom in the commun-
ity.

Saved the Casing.

The two cily gas wells having long since
refused to yield further supplies of the coy-
eted gaseous fluid, the gas and water

works trustees concluded to have the cas-
ing drawn and turn the pipe over to the
water works officials for use in extending
the water mains where lateral connections
are required. The contract was given to the
Robinson Bros, who are to receive 12}
cents a foot for all casing recovered. The
contractors get up their rig last week on the
Kwalt tract and succeeded in “‘pulling' 1,800
feet, or down to the point where a crook in
the well caused the pipe to break apart.
From the well near the power house they
removed nearly 500 feet, all of which was
found tobein a fair state of preservation
and well adapted for the usge intended,

— The Baxner had information last
week that the charges against Mr, Okey
Wyker, the Fredericktown merchant, were

grossly exaggerated, and no reference was
made to the matter in these colnmns, The
Free Press says: ‘It was a molehill magni-
fied into a mountain. As soon as Wyker
had time to turn around a few times every
thing was right and safe.”
