[Grain Product of the World.

Great Britain Leads the World in the
Deficit of the Wheat That
She Needs,

While the United States Has an Esti-
mated Surplus of Seventy
Million Dollars.

VIENNA, Aug. 31.—The estimates of
the harvests of the world, which are
prepared annually by government offi-
cials, will be given out to-morrow. The
grain and seed market estimate will
show Austria’s yield of wheat to be
14,000,000 meterzentner, or 88.8 per
cent; rye 24,500 meterzentner, or 89
per cent.; barley 145,000 meterzentner,
or 93.5 per cent; oats 21,500,000 meter-
zentner, or 82.69 per cent. The esti-
mates for Hungary will show wheat
40,000,000 meterzentner, rye 13,000,000,
barley 15,250,000, oats 12,900,000.

Estimates for other countries are as
follows:

Prussia—Rye 96 per cent; winter
wheat, 94, summer wheat 92, barley 81,
oats 53.

Denmark—Rye and wheat 100 per
cent.

Norway and Sweden—Wheat 100 per
cent., rye 90 per cent.

Switzerland—Rye 71 per cent., wheat
81 per cent.

Holland—Wheat 85 to 90 per cent.,
barley 75 to 80.

Belgium—Wheat 85 to 90 per cent.

France—Wheat 90,000,000 to 95,000,-
000 hectolitres, or 82 per cent.; rye 20,-
000,000 hectolitres; barley and oats 86
per cent.

England—Wheat 90 per cent., barley
75, hay and fodder, a decrease of 60 per
cent.

Italy—Wheat 50,000,000 hectolitres.

Servia and Bulgaria have 465,000 me-
terzentner available for export.

The estimates for Roumania show a
deficiency of 40 per cent. in wheat and
rye harvests.

Poland, after the needs of her people
are suppled, will have a surplus of
4,000,000 poods of wheat and 400,000
poods of barley.

Central Russian provinces—Wheat 70
to 80 per cent., rye 80 to 90, barley 110
to 120, oats 120 to 130.

Taurus—Winter wheat and rye 150
per cent., barley and oats 300 per cent.
Egypt will have 230,000 meterzentner
available for export. S :
The estimated yield for British India
is 2,236,000 tons.

The estimated yield for North America
1s 382,000,000 bushels of wheat, 24,330,
000 bushels of rye, and 1,809,000,000
bushels of corn. :
The Hungarian minister of agricul-
ture estimates the world’s production of
wheat this year at 2,279,000,000 bushels,
against the official average of 2,280,000,-
000 annually for the last ten years. He
gives also the following figures:

The deficits to be filled by the import-
ing countries will require 879,000,000
bushels. The surplus available in ex-
porting countries to satisfy this demand
18 378,666,000 bushels. The world’s pro-
duct of rye is given as 485,000,000 hec-
tolitres. The production of wheat and
the deficit (amount needed above the
domestic supply) in each importing
country, is given:

The Republican Panic is Over.
The panic is over and good times have
come again. If you don’t believe it,
read the following from the Cleveland
Leader, the most intensely bigoted Re-
publican paper in the state. Whensuch
a paper as the Leader makes this ac-
knowledgement it must be true:

The financial situation in this city still
continues to improve, The bankers, as
a rule, favor the passage of the Wilson
act repealing the Sherman law, conse-
quently most of them were pleased at
the receipt of the news yesterday stating
the action of the House of Representa-
tives. -As to the exact effect the repeal
would have on the banking business of
the country they did not venture to state,
but felt that it would be productive of
much good. Only a few persons put in
an appearance at the paying tellers’
windows yesterday, seeking to withdraw
their money, while the number that
made deposits was larger than on Sat-
urday. Many who gave notice of their
intention to withdraw their money at
the end of sixty days have changed
their minds. One of the pleasing feat-
ures in connection with the situation in
Cleveland is the number of factories
which are resuming operations and giv-
ing employment to men who have been
idle for some time. The number of pay-
checks in circulation is much smaller
than a week ago, many of the banks
now paying in currency. By next Sat-
urday, few factories, if any, will be
obliged to pay their men in checks.
Everywhere the situation continues to
improve and merchants and- manufac-
turers feel that the worst is over.

CALIFORNIA LETTER.

Interesting Description of the Great
Raisin Industry.

Chinese Cheap Labor a Menace to
American Homes—Giant Trees
of the Yosemite.

Special Correspondence to the BANNER.]
Burrorps Ranch, CALL, Aug. 25,'98.
In mylast I promised some account
of the Fresno raisin industry in this let-
ter. South of Fresno a few miles we
come to raisin farms. Hundreds of
acres line the road on either side. The
growers were mostly busy making and
repairing trays preparatory to beginning
the harvest of the present crop. The
grapes are gathered and put on trays
and cured in the sun, then placed in the
sweat boxes, then they are ready for
packing to ship. On each ranch of any
considerable size is a dry house, this is
for the late crop which becomes endan-
gered in the latter part of the seasen by
heavy dews or rain, hence when the
weather becomes doubtful, the dry
houses are used instead of the sun in
the open vineyard. The industry em-
ploys a large force of men, women and
children. White men, Indians and Chi-
nese being employed by vineyardists,
Formerly the preference being given to
the Chinamen.
This year the dearth of labor in other
employments has driven a large number
of people in the raisin districts to seek
work and they claim the preference above
Chinamen. And why not? Men whose
families are looking to them for bread
to be refused work, because Mongolian
labor can be had cheaper; a race that
cares nothing for this land of liberty
except to earn money in it and export it
to their own land. Shame on capital,
that is so heartless; shame on men who
have so little regard for American man-
hood; or so slight sympathy with Ameri-
can homes. The Chinese of the Pacific
Coast are a herd of homeless wanderers,
which are a menace to American labor
and American homes.
As we came through Fresno on our
return Chinese were - flocking to the
train with their grips to escape from the
wrath of the superior white man. I
make this prediction, that unless conces.
sions are made to white labor and it
given employment in preference to
Chinese labor, blood will flow in the
streets of some of the cities of the
Golden State before this reaches you.
This digression from the subject of
the raisin industry has seemed necessary
from the condition” of things at the
opening of the present season. The
present picking is for shipping to the
Eastern markets. The raisin picking
proper will begin the latter part of the
present month. Raigsin men claim the
crop will be above the average, and if so
will amount to from 1,250,000 to 1,400,-
000 boxes in the Fresno district alone.
Last year’s crop was the former figure,
and the latter will not be an improbable
figure for this season as, the vines in
many vineyards I visited personally are
well loaded with a fine quality of fruit.
Fresno produces one-half the raisins of
the Pacific Coast.
Leaving Fresno, we journey on to
Madera, the county seat of Madera
county, which was created from Fresno
county by our last legislature. It isa
neat town of perhaps one thousand in-
habitants. It is the terminus of the
great California Lumber Co.’s flume, an
enterprise started by the San Francisco
Lumber Company, which failed, and the
present Company got possession of it.
It is a V shaped flume, running sixty-
four miles along the course of the Fres-
no river up into the heavy pine forests
of the Sierras.
The lumber at the mill, if boards, is
dogged together at the ends with iron
dogs, in bunches of from 100 to 200 feet,
and placed in the flume to float to the
shipping point at Madera. It takes thir-
teen days for a package to float the six-
ty-five miles.
Our camp at Madera was just outside
the suburbs where we met some Cleve-
land, Ohio, people who were very pleas-
ant, and spent the evening at our camp.
Aug. 1st, we leave the railroad and
turn our faces toward the mountains.
For eight days we have traveled across
the great San Joaquin valley, and we
turn with delight towards the mountains
which loom up in the distance. Of course
we don’t realize the climbing up and
the sliding down that is in store for us,
of which I will tell you further on. We
journey along over dusty roads, over a
country -not greatly improved except
the Adobe Ranch, which is one of those
large land holdings with which Califor-
nia is cursed. Our road passes through
this one for several miles. The build-
ings are combined in a group, and much
resemble a Southern plantation with its
slave quarters.

At noon we arrive at Mud Springs
where we lunch and feed. This is on the
edge of the valley, and as we start on
we begin going up among the foot-hills,
which are covered with brush and low
oak and rocks; by evening we have
reached the edge of the pine timber,
and are really among the mountains-
Our camp is near Fine Gold mine. It
is not running and we do not turn aside
to examine its wealth or poverty. Here
too wild cats and mountain lions and
the brown bear are found. We see a
specimen of the wild cat, on a some-
what tamed plan, as itis chained in a
yard near our camp. The people who
who own it say itis friendly with the
house cats and allows them to sleep
with it.

Wednesday, Aug. 2d, we move on,
gradually going up; the pines getting
thicker and taller. We pass some very
pleasant scenery, but very few houses.
At noon we stop at Dupello’s. Our host
is an Italian, who has been in the mines
on the coast since ’49, and says he is
not rich yet; the most he has accumula-
ted is a mountain ranch. He showed
us some gold ore that had been panned
from the gulches near-by by Spaniards,
who usually make from one to three
dollars per day. We were not seeking
gold but pleasure, and move on. But to
see the shining dust and to be told that
it really exists here, there or anywhere,
creates a thirst for gold. Wedrive to
Coarse Gold, where we camp for the
night. This is another mining station
where considerable mining was done in
former years, but is slight at present,
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but the precious metal is found in limit-
ed quantities and exchanged at the vil-
lage store for merchandise or money.
This is a wealthy ranch, owned by a
German woman, the widow of an old
miner. She carries on a store, hotel and
ranch, and everything has the air of
prosperity and thrift; large herds of cat-
tle and horses are kept on the ranch.
Here we lay in hay and provisions to
last us several days in the mountains,
for the further we go the higher the
price. To-day our journey has been
over a mountain road, not varied much
from the usual, and in the evening we
arrive at Bufford’s, the point at which
this is being written.
Friday morning we begin the actual
ascent of the mountains, by ten o’clock
we are in the midst of the grand moun-
tain scenery. Lofty pines and cedars rise
from the depths of the canons and
we look down upon them and up to
them to the summit of the mountain
tops. Some are of mammoth size. I
guess at their height, but_ am not satis-
fied until I step the length of some of
the fallen giants, and find them to range
from 200 to 225 feet in length, and some
of the larger ones are from six to ten
feet in diameter. We pass two, between
which the road runs, the large spur roots
having been cut away to make room
for a wagon to pass through. These are
called the twin sisters, are each six feet
in diameter and two hundred feet high.
These giants of the pine forests are
gradually preparing us for the grander
scenes that are coming; but really if
there were no finer views than those of
the great pine forests that spread out be-
fore us, as far as the eye can reach, the
deep canons that reach thousands of
feet below, we would not feel greatly
disappointed.
This p. m. we pass “Uncle Tom’s cab-
in,” a pine ten feet in diameter, hollow
and burnt out at the base until it is
quite comfortable quarters in its base.
Later we pass “Happy Camp”and Fish
Camp. The latter is a trading station on
the stage route from Raymond to Wa-
wona and Yosemite. We push on to the
Big Tree station a mile beyond and
camp. Tired, weary and dusty, we have
turned aside to visit the Mariposa Grove
of Sequvias.
Saturday morning we break camp
start up the mountain side to the grove
of unequalled giants, which I will de-
scribe in my next. R. C. Hoxr.

A Grand Home Rule Victory.
All honor to Gladstone! His long
and earnest fight for Home Rule in Ire-
land has been crowned with success.
The House of Commons, on Friday
last, by a vote of 301 to 267, passed the
Home Rule bill, being a clear majority
of 34, and -the bill ‘was at once sent to
the House of Lords. What its fate in
that body will be it is difficult at present
to say.
After the result of the vote in the
House of Commons became known, the
friends of Home Rule in London went
wild with excitement. The streets were
crowded with people who wished to
catch a glimpse of the great champion
of Irish Home Rule.
At Mr.Gladstone's residence the crowd
was so great that an extra police force
was found necessary to prevent the peo-
ple from interfering with traffic.
The Grand Old Man was accompanied
by his wife to Parliament, and the streets
along the route were jammed with peo-
ple, who cheered him vociferously.
When he took his seat in the House the
galleries gave him a warm greeting.
Speeches were made by several gen-
tlemen before the vote wastaken, and
when the result was announced, rounds
of frantie cheers in the galleries and
upon the floor greeted Ireland’s wonder-
ful victory.
Mr. Gladstone received quite an ova-

tion as he left the House. Over 2,000
people were on the street in front of the

ouse of Commons, who kept up a
lively demonstration until after mid-
night. The Irishmen in the crowd
made themselves happy by alternately
singing “The Wearing of the Green,”
and “God Bless Ireland.” As Mr. Glad-
stone returned home the crowd cheered
wildly and sang, “See the Conquering
Hero Comes.”

The question of Home Rule for Ire-
land will now come before the House of
Lords, which is largely composed of
brainless Tories and nobodys. These
“milords,” who spend most of their
time in hunting, horse-racing and dissi-
pation, have been summoned to appear
in their seats, for the purpose of voting
against Home Rule in Ireland.

It is only a question of time when this
useless aristocratic body will be abolished.
A Republic for England as well as Ire-
land would be a good thing.

After Davenport's Sealp.

When the Republican party had full
power in Congress, they passed the most
outrageous laws in regard to Federal
control of the electionsin cities, which
were more particularly intended for the
City of New York, where the notorious
John I. Davenport and his brutal spies
and thugs were employed to intimidate
men from voting, unless they voted the
Republican ticket.

They were passed by the Republicans
for party purpdtes, and they have been
used exclusively for partisan advantage.
Under cover of these statutes the great-
est injustice and fraud has been commit-
ted. I am opposed to giving to any
member of my own party the power
which Mr. Davenport has. I would not
approve of the use of his methods if
we got the advantage of them any more
than when they are used against us.”

On Saturday last, Postmaster Dayton
of New York, in pursuance. of orders
from Washington, took possession of

John I. Davenport’s office, and ordered
Davenport to leave. The old fox kicked
like a steer, but he had to submit. The
office will be abolished.

The Cholera in Europe.

The cholera is gradually spreading
ing over Europe. During the month of
August there were eighty deaths in
Grimsby, England, and traffic between
it and other English ports has been pro-
hibited.

Two new cases of the Moabit cholera
were admitted to the hospital in Berlin.

Twenty-eight deaths from cholera have
occurred at Delatyn, in Austrian Galicia,
and the epidemic is spreading rapidly
in the neighborhood.

A dispatch from Rome, Sept. 1, says:
Two fresh cases of cholera and two
deaths were reported in Genoa on Tues-
day. Seven fresh cases were found in
the city of Alessandria yesterday. In
Palermo the number of fresh cases
averages thirty daily. Several cases of
cholera have been found in Rome, Mes-
sina and Catania.

A dispatch from St. Petersburg, Russia,
Sept. 1, reports 40 fresh cases and 15
deaths in that city, and in Moscow 102
fresh cases and 58 deaths. From the
Russian provinees comes the following
report: Podolia, 965 fresh cases and 285
deaths; Kursk, 493 fresh cases and 181
deaths; Kasan; 390 fresh cases and 104
deaths; Vladimir, 337 fresh cases and
116 deaths; Tula, 358 fresh cases and
100 deaths; Lomja, 106 fresh cases and
64 deaths; Kharkoff, 182 fresh cases and
87 deaths; Kherson, 185 fresh cases and
102 deaths; Ekaterinoslav, 72 fresh cases
and 72 deéaths; Volhonia, 124 fresh cases
and 49 deaths; Fon, 172 fresh cases and
93 deaths.

CHOLERA IN JERSEY CITY.

The cholera has appeared at Jersey
City, N. J., immediately over the Hud-
son river from New York. It is the
true Asiatic plague, according to the re-
port of the Marine Hospital experts.
Three new cases were reported up to
Saturday. Prompt precautionary meas-
ures were at once adopted by the New
York Board of Health.

Another Horrible Railroad Accident.

The Chicago limited express train for
Boston broke through a frail iron bridge
on the Boston and Albany railroad, one
and a half miles east of Chester, Mass.,
about 12:30 last Thursday, and four
Wagner cars were crushed, killing a
least fourteen people, fatally injuring
several others, while at least a score are
badly hurt. The wreck is the worst
ever known on the railroad. The
bridge was being strengthened for the
big locomotives, and the workingmen,
who were pu‘ting on the plates, were at
dinner when the crash came. The lo-
comotive passed over the structure, but
was smashed, the water tank being
thrown a long distance. The buffet, two
sleepers and a dinning car were smash-
ed to kindling, when they struck the
stream twenty feet below, but two day
coaches and a smoker in the rear did
not leave the track. Among the killed
was Miss Emma Delerty of Columbus,
Ohio, and among the injured was Mrs.
H. F. Whitney of Cleveland.

The old marble
building, which was erected by the elder
Bennett, on the of Barnum’s
Museum, was once considered a wonder-
ful edifice, but some of its “sky-scraping”
neighbors threw it in the shade; but now,
an immense iron building is to take its
place in the near future. The new

Herald building is said to be a marvel
of grandeur and convenience. It was
not built to “kiss the clouds,” but solely
to accommodate the Herald’s immense
and constantly increasing business. M.

IN response to a correspondent who
wanted to know the meaning of the
legal ratio of 16 to 1, as applied to the
coinage of silver and gold, the Philadel-
phia Record says: The silver dollar con-
taing 871} grains of pure silver. The
gold dollar contains 23.22 grains of pure
gold. By a simple process of division
the fact becomes evident that nearly 16
gold dollars would be required to meas-
ure up to the weight of a silver dollar.
Hence, the ratio is 16 to one, or more
accurately, 15.988 to 1. This ratio has re-
mained undisturbed since 1837.

Tue Catholics had an “Education
Day” at the World’s Fair on Saturday.
Festival Hall was crowded with delegates
from all parts of the United States, the
cities of Chicago, St. Louis, Detroit,
Milwaukee and Cleveland being largely
represented.  Archbishop Feehan, or

Chicago, presided, and Rt. Rev. J. L.
Spalding, of Peoria, acted as director of
ceremonies. Addresses were delivered
by a number of distinguished gentle-
men—bishops, priests and laymen. Al-
together, the Congress was a magnifi-
cent success.

Ex-SpeEAkER REED announces that he
is not coming to Ohio to make speeches
this year; and gives as a reason the
shabby treatment he received when he
stumped Ohio before, being forced to
make three or fonr speeches every day,

B. C. TAYLor, who is described
asa ‘‘pretty, black-eyed, sunburnt wo-
man,” stared from Chicago for New
Orleans, last week, on a bet for $1000
thatno woman could walk between
those cities within sixty days, withou
stopping to earn her living. She is pay-
ing her way by selling her photographs,
and at last accounts was tramping along
ahead of time, making over 20 miles a
day.

Tue Trustees of the Ohio State Uni-
versity have as yet been unable to find
a gentleman who is willing to succeed

President Scott, to take charge of that
institution. The question of salary is
the stumbling block. The law fixes the
salary at $3,000 a year, and no gentle-
man qualified to fill the position is will-
ing to take it at a compensation less
than $5,000 or $6,000 a year.

Rail-
road disasters may be avoided with
proper care on the part of those who
have charge of inter-state travel; but for
cyclones and hurricanes onsea and land,
there is no method of escape.

AFTER all the talk to the contrary, the
Delaware peach crop, this year, will be
greater than the big crop of 1892. Con-
servative estimates place it at 5,000,000
baskets, of which 2,500,000 have already
been shipped to the different markets.
Growers complain that the railroads do
not furnish them with a sufficient num-
ber of cars to move the product.

PresiDENT CLEVELAND, accompanied
by Mrs. Cleveland and baby Ruth, re-
turned to Washington on Friday last,
and he at once went to work at his
desk in the White House. Business
that was suspended during his absence
will now be pushed forward with all
possible dis‘{mtch. We may add that the
President’s health is excellent.

THE Treasury Department at Wash-
ington has resumed the payment of
paper money over its counters. Previous
to Thursday last only goid has been
paid for treasury ehecks. The gold bal-
ance, which by the heavy payments has
been reduced to $97,000,000, will now
be built up untii the reserve of $100,-
000,000 becomes again intact.

Tur Republicans of Nebraska have
indorsed Wm. McKinley and his high
tariff taxation scheme; but the Demo-
éracy of the whole country will indorse
Lawrence T. Neal in his honest en-

deavor to reduce the taxes of the people.

Terrihle Bffects of the Tornado Along the
Seuthern Alabama Ceast.

‘Late dispatches from Augusta, Ga.,
and from Charleston, Columbia, and
from Beaufort, S. C., as well as other
points on the South Atlantic coast, show
that the recent tornado was much worse
than at first reported.

At Beaufort, Port Royal aud adjacent
islands in South Carolina, no less than
600 people were drowned. The remain-
ing population of that section had their
crops totally destroyed and provisions
swept from them, and assistance is im-
mediately asked.

Charleston, S. C., was pretty well
wrecked, and, the streets are strewn
with debris from the roofs of stores and
dwellings and the roadways blocked
with fallen trees. A rough estimate
places the damage in Charleston at over
81,000,000. Six lives were lost.

The damage to the shipping along tbe
coast has been immense. The steam-
ship City of Savannah is a complete
wreck on Hunting Island, off the coast
of South Carolina. The passengers
were rescued by a tug from Beaufort.
The cargo of the City of Savannah was
made up of 800 barrels of pork and
other merchandize.

Between the wrecking of ships, the
destruction of buildings and ecrops, the
loss along the coast of South Carolina,
Georgia and Florida, will amount to
several millions of dollars.

Governor Tillman of South Carolina,
has issued a proclamation calling for
immediate relief,

It is believed that fully one thousand
lives were lost in the towns and aleng

Dr. Graves, the Murderer, Commits Suicide-
The famous'murder ecase of Dr. T,
Thatcher Graves, formerly of Providence
b
R. I., has at last been settled. The doc-
tor was found dead in his cell atthe
county jail in Denver, about 9 o’clock,
Sunday morning, where he was awaiting
a re-hearing on the charge of having
poisoned Mrs. Josephine Barnaby, a
wealthy widow, also of Providence. The
poisoning is said to have been done to
cover up Dr. Graves’ allegeddefalcations
as manager of Mrs. Barnaby’s estate.
The doctor left a long letter addressed
“To the public” in which he bitterly de-
nounced I. N. Stevens, the Prosecuting
Attorney, styling him ‘“‘an underhand
sneak, who always works by methods
which gentlemen abhor and detest,”
and ending with the remark: “The peo-
ple will believe, pity and sympathize
with me. They will know that even the
strongest man can be beaten down by a
cyclone of filth, mud and persecution.”
It will be remembered that Mrs.
Josephine Barnaby, of Providence, R. 1.,
while visiting friends in Denver, in
April, 1891, received a bottle of whisky
by mail from Boston, labeled, “Wish
you a happy New Year. Please accept
this fine old whisky from your friends in
the woods.” The whisky contained a
solution of arsenic, and it was proven
that the bottle was sent by Dr. Graves.

Two Electric Street Railway Aecidents.

At Cincinnati, on Sunday evening,
while an electric street car was returning
to the city, crowded with pleasure-seek-
ers, the grip refused to work in descend-
ing Hunt hill, and the car went down
the hill with fearful velocity, jumped
the track, and dashed against a tele-
graph pole, cutting it to pieces, and then
crushed into a saloon, causing a fearful
wreck. Mary :Mahoney was killed, and
thirty persons, male and female, were
wounded. Those who were badly in-
jured were taken to the City Hospital
for treatment.

ANOTHER street railway accident, al-
most a duplicate of the one mentioned
above, occurred in Cincinnati on Mon-
day afternoon. A car in descending the
steep grade on Broadway, became un-
maneageable, as the brake would no
work, and rushed down the grade with
lightning speed. - The car in reaching a
switch, was derailed and dashed against
two carson the Newport road, but not
doing any serious damage. Five per-
sons.were pretty badly injured, but for-
tunately none were killed.

These street railways accidents are
becoming too frequent and serious for
the comfort of travelers.

Daring Train Robbery and Murder.

Near the little station of Mound Val-
ley, Kas., at 4 o’clock on Sunday morn-
ing, three desperadoes, armed with Win.
chester rifles, boarded the St. Louis and
San Francisco passenger train, and fail-
ing to secure the treasure in the express
car, they shot and killed the express
messenger, C. A. Chapman. They then
went through the passenger coaches, or-
dered the passengers to hold up their
hands, and robbed them of everything
valuable they could find, including
money, watches, jewelry, and even bot-
tles of whisky. The robbers were gallant
enough not to disturb the ladies or the
passengers who were in the Pullman
coaches, sleeping. After the bandits se-
cured all the plunder they could find
they made their escape. The train then
proceeded to Oswego, where a Sheriff’s
posse was organized, who started in
pursuit of the outlaws.

A Majority of the Semate for Repeal.

A poll of the United States Senate on
the question of-a repeal of the Sher-
man silver purchasing law, has been
carefully made, with the following re-
sult: For repeal, 46; against repeal, 30;
doubtful with a disposition to vote for
repeal, 3; doubtful, with a disposition to
vote against repeal, 5. Several Senators
are paired on the question, but should
every Senator be in his seat and vote, the
above is believed to be a fairly accurate
statement of the standing of the Senate.

For the present, however, the Senato-
rial windmill is grinding out speeches
by the score every day.

Coming &old Bullion.

Secretary Carlisle has ordered that
the United States mints at Philadelphia
and San Francisco be fully manned and
the full capacity of both mints be util-
ized in the coining of gold bullion. The
treasury department possesses from
eighty-five to  ninety millions of gold
bullion which is a part of the gold re-
serve of $100,000,000. Gold bars cannot
be used as currency so it has been de-
cided, in the present need, to coin the
bullion on hand.

The appeal adds that the popu-
lar opinion that Western Kansas is not
adapted to the growing of wheat is er-
roneous; that in three out of the four
last years this section shows as large
a yield per acre as the Eastern third
of Kansass and a larger yield per acre
than Illinois and Indiana.

THE re-union of the veterans of the
late” war, at Indianapolis, on Tuesday,
was 2 marked success; the turnout being
immense. It is believed that fully one
hundred thousand strangers were in the
city, while thirty thousand old soldiers
participated in the street parade. Gen.
Harrison marched at the head of George
M. Thomas Post. The veterans were
greeted with the greatest enthusiasm
along the line of march.

SWEEPING STATEMENT,
The City Funds Badly Crippled if
These Allegations Are True.

City Solicitor H. D. Critchfield and At-
torney W. M. Koons, who appears for the
objectors to the N. Main street paving im-
provement, presented an agreed statement
of facts to Judge Waight, Wednesday, and
then introduced arguments for and against
the injunction. The facts agreed to were
the formal proceedings of Council, the as-
sessment against the benefitted property as
estimated by the Civil Engineer, etc.

In addition Mr. Koons had prepared a
type-written statement, in which he makes
the following allegations:

“*The paving fund is now overdrawn
$249.07. -

“The Main street paving, sinking and in-
terest fund is now overdrawn $1,980.54.
Extra width of N, Main street not provided
for by the city $204. Deficiency arising out
of illegal assessment against Stadler and
Curtis property $45. City's share of paving
intersections on N. Main street $1,85€.32.
Paving in front of Public Library lot
$297. Deficiency in assessment that must
be made up by the city on N. Main street,
$1,400 59. This is upon a basis of an as-
sessment against the lots and buildings.

“If the Courts should hold that the city
only has the right to levy 25 per cent. of the
value of the lots, this will be increased
$5,960:71, makinz a total of $11,973.23,

“In addition to this there is a sure defi-
ciency on lower Main street and the Public
Square of $432. Add to this the $3,000
which the Council recently took from the
general fund to pay Mr. Townsend, and
which must be returned, the deficiency in
the city funds amounts to $15,405.33.

“In addition to all this if the Courts shall
hold that the Council could only assess 25
per cent. on the value of lots on lower Main
street, there will be a deficiency or rather an

SERIOUS TROUBLE.

The Mt. Vernon Bridge Co. Passes

Into a Receiver's Hands.

Liabilities Reported at $60,000, Cov-
ered by a Capital of $125,000.

Pratt Assumes Charge and

Files a $50,000 Bond.

Sup't

Large Batch of New Suits Filed in
Court This Week.

Provisions of Wills Filed for Probate.
Appointments Made.—Commis-
sioners Session.—Permits

to Wed, &c.

A tremendous surprise was created on
the streets, Tuesday afternoon, when the
fact became known that the Mt. Vernon
Bridge Company, one of the largest indus-
tries in the city, had passed into the hands
of a Receiver. This action was brought
about by a suit commenced by one of the
foreign stockholders, the following details
being obtained from the petition now on
file:

Frederick Gwinner, Jr., of the county of
Allegheny, and State of Pennsylvania, sets
forth in his bill of complaint against the
Mt. Vernon Bridge Company, that the said
Company is a corporation created under the
general laws of the State of Ohio, for the
purpose of manufacturing bridges and
structural iron work and has its principal
office and place of business at Mt. Vernon,
county of Knox, and has a capital of $125,
000, divided into shares of $1,000 each.

The petitioner claims to be a stockholder
in said corporation to the amount of $5,000,
fully paid up, and also a creditor of the
said corporation, as follows: He is the bona~
fide holder for value of a promissory note
of A. Gottlieb & Co., of Chicago, to the or-
the order of said Bridge Company, and en-
dorsed by said Company to the sum of
$2,500; said A. Gottlieb having notified the
Mt. Vernon Bridge Company that he will
not be able .to meet the said note at ma-
turity.

The Petitioner is also a creditor of said
corporation in a sum exceeding $500, for
money loaned to the Mt. Vernon Bridge

Company, at its request; all of which

money is now due and unpaid, and your

petitioner has no security for his said claim

excepting the obligation of said corporation

to pay the same.

That thesaid corporation, after demand

by petitioner, of his debts, which are now

due, has neglected and refused to pay the

said debts, on the ground that it is unable

at present to discharge and pay off its exist-

ing liabilities, and the said corporation is

insolvent and is now unable to meet its

liabilities as they mature.

That the whole indebtedness of said cor-

poration, including paper upon which it

may be liable, is $65,000, or thereabouts, of

which the sum of about $30,000 isnow over

due and presently payable.

That the said corporation has at Mt. Ver-

non assets consisting of lands, buildings,

machinery and materials, which if sold

upon execution will be wholly sacrificed

and bring little or nothing for creditors, but

which, if judiciously managed and sold and

disposed of in due course of business will

be more than sufficient to pay all the debts

of said corporation; your peitioner there-

fore shows that it would be for the benefit

not only of the creditors of said corporation

butalso of the stockholders that a Receiver

should be appointed by this honorable

Court, who would take charge of the assets

of said corporation and judiciously dispose

of and convert the same into money for the

payment of debts.

That the creditors of said corporation are

now threatening said corporation with suits

and executions, and unless the Court shall

interfere by the appointment of a Receiver

the assets of said corporation will be swept

away and practically lost to the creditors,

the same being sacrificed for probably not

more than one-third of their valu€, where-

as, if the same are managed or sold by a

competent Receiver enough would be real-

ized therefrom to pay said creditors in full.

Your petitioner therefore prays your

Honor to appoint some fit person Receiyer

of the said corporation, the Mt. Vernon

Bridge Company, to take charge of all the

assets thereof, to manage the same and turn

the same into money for the payment of
debts, and to do all such other things as to

justice and equity may appertain, and as

may be directed by the laws of the State of
Ohio.

The cause was heard in Chambers. before

Judge Waight, Tuesday afternoon, who or-

dered that Wm. H. Pratt be appointed a®

Receiver of all the property and assets, real

and personal,, legal and equitable, of said

corporation, the Mt. Vernon Bridge Com-

pany, and that said Receiver at once take

possession and control of all the said prop-

erty and assets of said defendant, and its

business, and that he hold, manage and dis-

pose of the same according to the laws of
Ohio and the orders of this Court.

The Court fixed the amount of bond at

the sum of $50,000, which Mr., Pratt filed

with the Clerk of the Court, the sureties

being Henry L. Curtis, 8. T. Vannatta and

Charles A. Young.

President Baldwin, of the Bridge Com-

pany, being asked what effect the Receiver-

ship would have on the future of the Com-

pany, said the business would be carried on

just as though nothing had happened.

The present conditions were caused by

inability to realize money on a $20,000 con-

tract for architectural work at Chicago that

is past due. Mr. Gottlieb, of that city, not

being able to secure the funds when due,

placed a mechanics’ lien on the property to

secure the Bridge Company.

Pressing obligations being due it was

deemed better to place the Company in the

hands of a Receiver rather than permit the

establishment to be closed by other legal

process.

Mr. Baldwin states that the Company

never had so much work on hand as at the

present time and believes that when the an-

nual meeting is held next January, the af-
fairs of the concern will so shape them-
selves that the Receivership will be dis-
solved.

The Bridge Company furnishes employ-
ment to a large number of men and any-
thing that might happen to cripple this
industry would be a serious blow to every
branch of trade in Mt. Vernon.

" ALL SERENE

No Trouble Anticipated on the C.,
A. & C. Railroad,

Because of the Proposed Reduction
of Trainmen’s Wages.

Meeting of Railroad Employes to
Discuss the Situation.

A Conference Between the Company
and the Men to Adjust Differ-

ences—The Reduction is
Said to be Only Tem-

porary.

The exclusive information was published
in the last issue of the BANNER that the
management of the C., A. & C. road had
ordered a 10 per cent reduction in the wages
of trainmen and all other employes.

A meeting of conductors, engineers, fire-
men and brakemen was held at Millersburg
Sunday afternoon, at which the matter was
under discussion behind closed doors. It
was reported that a portion of the employes
were dissatisfied with the cut, and might
refuse to accept the same, but this has since
been denied:

It is understood, says the Columbus Dis-
patch, that the company proposed to the
men to leave the present schedule of wages
unchanged, make out the pay-rolls from it
as heretofore, and then make the deduction.
This preserves the schedule and insures the
restoration of the full wages as soon as pos-
sible. This plan is that asked for by the L.
& N. employes, and is not only the most
convenient to the company, but thought to
be satisfactory to the men. It is understood
further that the men, at their meeting
Sunday, accepted this proposition. Another
matter which it is understood the men con-
sidered at their meeting, was the matter of
discharging more men. It is thought that
they will request the company to not dis-
charge any more trainmen, and that they
will, in case fewer men are needed, divide
with each other. In other words they will
taketurns in laying off for short periods
so that all may still have some employ-
ment. It is expected that the company will
receive this plan favorably and will grant
the request.

Another result of the meeting of the men

was to ask for a conference with the officers
in Columbus, Wednesday, when they

will present the action taken by them to

the company, and then it isexpected a plan

for reduction will be mutually agreed upon.

Vice President Monsarrat, when called

upon by a Dispatch reporter, made the fol-

lowing interesting statement regaraing the

proposed reduction and the company’s re-

lation to its men:

““The most friendly feeling exists between

the trainmen and their superior officers.

We have never had a jar or disagreement

since the organization of the company, and

I think the men are just as proud of thke

factas Iam. We have an unusually good

class of trainmen on our line, and this re-

mark applys especially to the older em-

ployes.

“Several years ago when the company

was in a tight pinch we asked our trainmen

to help us out by accepting a temporary re-

duction, which they did with good grace.

In fact, their conduct was quite magnani-

mous. This time we hope that our busi-

ness will justify a restoration of wages at a

very much earlier period than before. On

the present occasion, after making heavy

reductions in our mechanical and track

forces, and after reducing the salaries of all

officers, clerks, agents, operators, ete., we in-

vited committees of trainmen, who are

working under a printed schedule of wages

to come to our offices and have a consulta-

tion with us. The conference was of the

most pleasant and friendly character, and it

was for the purpose of submitting the re-

sult of that conference to their principals

that the committee arranged for a meeting

at Millersburg Sunday. I understand
that the committees desire me to be pres-
ent at another conference Wednesday,

when no doubt the whole matter will be
settled to the mutual satisfaction of the offi-
cers and employes. At our last meeting we
suggested some date for the proposed re-
duction to expire, with the understanding,
however, that the condition of the com-
pany’s business would have to be taken in-
to consideration when that time should ar-
rive. The committees, however, preferred
to leave the date entirely open. Their prin-
cipals must have taken a diiferent view on

the matter. These, however, are details
which will no doubt be discussed and ar-
ranged in the most amicable manner at our
next conference.

“In arranging these matters we invariably

give our employes just as full information
as we possess ourselves, concerning the
company's revenues and the obligations
which it has to meet, io that they can act
intelligently.”

Superintendent Henry was also seen and

entered a strong denial to the report that

trouble with the men was imminent. “We
are on the friendliest terms with the men,”
said he, “‘and this talk about trouble is ut-
terly without foundation.”

The conference between the “officers
of the company and the employes was to
have taken place Wednesday of this week,
the result of which is at present unknown.

“IT WILL BE REPEALED,”

Says Hon. M. D. Harter of the Sher-
man Law—Other Matters
Discussed.
From Monday’s Mansfield Shield ]
Hon. M. D. Harter came home yesterday
on account of the sickness of Mrs.
Brown, his mother-in-law, which is of the
most serious character. To a Shield man,
who called on him at his residence this
morning, Mr. Harter said:
“I think the Senate will repeal the silver
law within three weeks, but of course I can-
not be certain. The cayse of repeal is grow-
ing stronger in the Senate and the majority
for repeal there is said by those most com-
peteni to judge to be from 6 to15. The
Democratic Senators will not fillibuster, nor
indeed will the Republicans, outside of the
silver Senators. The balance of the Senate
has no patience with fillibustering on this
question, and the country generally is fu-
rious over such trifling at this time when
hundreds of thousands of men are out of
work.”
“How about tariff legislation?”
‘““A tariff reform bill will pass the house
before March 1st, and perhaps before Janu-
ary 1st. The precise character of it no one
can tell, but it will probably be on the line
of the Mills’ bill, except that the Mills’ bill
aimed to reduce the revenues while the
new bill will have to provide for increased
revenue where possible, alongside decreased
taxation. This will probably leave the
prices somewhere near the Mills schedule
and, of course, this is a pretty stiff rate of
taxation, but a very important and large
reduction from the McKinley bill. No one
in any bona fide manufacturirg enterprise
has ever proven that the Mills’ rates were
not am ply high and it is probable that gen-
eral manufacturing will be enlarged and re-
spond to the greater demand which will be
quick to follow the Wilson tariff bill. With
silver purchases stopped, credit and confi-
dence will be restored and money become
plenty and a moderate and constantly grow-
ing industrial boom will follow the Wilson
tariff bill.
“The session will probably adjourn about
Thanksgiving time,” continued Mr. Harter,
“or within a couple of weeks before the
regular session opens; but it should adjourn
much earlier, as the committee on ways
and means could do better work during a
recess than when Congress is in session.”
““What is the policy of the administration
with reference to appointments?”’
“The administration has not announced
its policy as to general appointments and
probably will not until the purchase of sil-
ver is stopped. It may not do so then. A
smaller number of appointments will go to
Ohio and other Republican states, be-
cause all the Democratic States have to be
evened up, they scarcely having any show-
ing of office under Mr. Harrison.”

CHILDREN’'S HOME.

Probability of the Bishop Farm Be-
ing Bought for that Purpose.
The special committee consisting of Com-
missioner Young, Infirmary Director Ham-
mond and Mr. W. S. Sperry, appointed to
investigate the different sites for the propos-
ed Home for Friendless Children, submitted
their report Wednesday afternoon. The
farms visited were those of Dr. Armen-
trout, six miles South of town, the Harvey
Cox farm immediately North of town, the
Samuel Bishop place, two miles South of
Mt. Vernon, and the Dr.XKirk property im-
medi ately adjoining the city on the South.
The only places to receive consideration
were the latter two. The Bishop place
consists of 45 acres with large dwelling
and good outbuildings and can be bought
for $8,000. The Kirk property consists of 13
acres and is held at $13,000. No decision
had been arrived at when the BANNER went
to press, but it can be stated on what is

considered good authority that if any pur-
chase is made at this time it will be the
Bishop property.

CROP CONDITIONS.

Weekly Bulletin Issued by the State

Board of Agriculture.
Following is the bulletin issued by the
State Board of Agriculture for the week
ending Saturday, Sept. 2:

MivpLE SEcTIoON.—The drouth was broken
by local rains during the early part of the
week; in some sections the fall was heavy,
accompanied by high wind, prostrating con-
siderable corn; in other localities the
amount was scarcely sufficient to moisten
the ground. Corn is generally too far ad-
vanced to be benefited by rain; is ripening
fast and is being cut in some localities; that
planted on low black soil promises a fair
yield, but on high and clay land is small,
and some fields hardly worth cutting. Pas-
tures and meadows are very short, but re-
viving where sufficient rain fell to saturate
the ground. Mammoth clover is generally
reported as good; the small common variety
is short in the straw, and in many fields
not very well filled. Potatoes a small yield.
Tobacco is being cut and will be a small
crop. Buckwheat not promising. Grapes
are plentiful, but small, owing to the long
drouth. Peaches small and ripening pre-
maturely. Apples, pears and plums are
scarce. Tomatoes are rotting in some sec-
tions, but are improving since the rains in
the early part of the week. Plowing for
fall wheat is in progress, but delayed in
many counties owing to the dry and bard
condition of the ground; some seeding done
in favorable localities.

Proposed Amendment to the Con-
stitution of Ohie.

LEGISLATIVE SINGLE DISTRICTS.

SECTION 1. Bé it resolved by the Qeneral As-
sembly of the State of Ohio, Thata Pro gition
shall be submitted to the electors o State
on the first Tuesday after the first nday in
November, 1893, to amend Seotions 1 to 11, in-
clusive, of Article XL of the Constitution of the
State of Ohlo, so they shall read as £ WS

ARTICLE XI, L

SEC. 1. The apportionment for members of
the general assembly shall be made every ten
years, prior to the first election for members of
the general assembly in each decennial period,
in the manner herein provided

SEC. 2. During the month of February prior
to the first election for members of the general
assembly after .tho gnssage of thisact and in
each decennial period the members of the sen-
ate and house of representatives representing
the two leading political parties, respectively,
shall meet in separate bodies, and each of said
bodies shall designate two electors who shall
forwith be appointed by the governor; and said
four electors so designated and appointed shall
constitute a CGommilssion who shall ascertain
and determine the ratio of representation for
members of the house of representatives and
senators, the number of representatives 1o
which each county is entitled and the bound-
aries of each senatorial district. Should any
vacancy occur in said commission the senators
of the party making the ori%inal designation
shall, within ten days thereafter, designate an
elector to fill sueh vacancy, and he shall forth-
with be appointed by the governor.

SEC. 3. The population of the state, as ascer-
tained by the preceding federal census, or in
such other manner as the general assembly
shall direct, shall be divided by the number
“one hundred’” and the quotient shall be the
ratio of representation in the house of repre-
sentatives for the ten years succeeding such
apportionment.

SEC. 4. Each county shall be entitled to at
least one representative; each county contain-
ing such ratio, and three-fourths over, shall be
entitled to two representatives; each county
containing three times such ratio shall be en-
titled to three representatives, and so on.

SEC. 5. Bach county entitled to more than
one representative shall be divided by such
commission into as many districts as there are
representatives apportioned to such county;
and one representative shall be chosen from
each district.

SEC. 6. Each representative district, in coun-
ties entitled to more than cne representative,
shall be composed of compact territory,
bounded by election precinct lines, and as near-
ly equal in population as practicable; and each

such districts shall be numbered.

EC. 7. The ratio for a senator shall be ascer-
tained by dividing the population of the state
by the number “thirty-five.”

. 8. The state shall be divided into sen-

1 digtricts, as herein provided, and each
t shall choose one senator.

Tach senatorial district shall be com-
posed of compact territory, as nearly equal in
population as practicable, and except as to dis-
tricts in counties entitled to two or more s8en-
ators, shall be bounded by county lines.

SEC. 10. Each county having a population
equal to three-fourths of one senatorial ratio
shall constitute a senatorial district Each
county having a population equal to one sena-
torial ratio and one-half over shall be divided
into two senatorial districts. Eachcounty hav-
ing a population equal to two and one-half
ratios shall be divided into three senatorial
districts, and so on: but no election precinct
shall be divided in the formation of a senatorial
district.

SEC. 11. The apportionment so made for
members of the general assembly shall be re-
ported to the governor by such commission
within two months after their appointment,
and the same shall be published in such manner
as shall be provided by law.

SECTION 2. At such election, those electors
desiring to vote for such amendment may have
placed upon their ballots the words ‘‘Represen-
tation by single.districts—Yes;”” and those op-
posed to such amendment may have placed
upon their ballots the words ‘““Representation
by single districts—No.”

SeEcTION 3. This amendment shall take
effect on the fifteenth day of December, 1893;
and any provision of the Constitution in con-
flict therewith is repealed.

TAXATION.

SwecTioN 1. Be it resolved by the General As-
s2mbly of the State of Ohio, That a proposition
shall be submitted to the electors of this State
on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November, 1893, to amend Section 2, Article
XII., of the Constitution of the State of Ohlo,
so that it shall read as follows:

ARTICLE XIIL

Sec. 22 Lawsmay be passed which shall tax
by a uniform rule all moneys, credits, invest-
ments in bonds, stocks, joint-stock companies
or otherwise; and all real and personal prop-
erty according to the true value thereof in
money. Inaddition thereto, laws may be passed
taxing rights, privileges, franchises, and such
other subject matters as the general assembl
may direct; but burying-grounds, public schonfZ
houses, houses vsed exclusively for public
worship, institutions of purely public charity,
public property used exclusively for any public

rpose, and other property, may, by general

w8, be exempted from taxation: and the value
of all property so exeiapted shall, from time to
time, be ascertained and published as may be
directed by law.

SECTION 2. At such election, those electors
desiring to vote for such amendment may have
placed upon their ballots the words ‘“Amend-
ment taxing franchises and privileges—Yes,”
and those opposed to such ' amendment may
nave placed upon their ballots the words
“A\p}endmcnt taxing franchises and privileges
—No."”

'DEEDS OF BLOOD.

A Kentucky Attorney Shot Dead in the
Street.

LexiyaroN, Ky. Aug. 31.—A bas-
tardy case in the county court at Stan-
ton, Ky., cost the county attorney, W.
H. Averitt, his life and caused Robert
Hardwick to receive wounds from
which he will die. The shooting oc-
curred on the street. Robert Hard-
wick, who was under trial for bastardy,
called to Averitt across the street and
hot words were passed, when Hardwick
informed the attorney that he intended
to kill him. Averitt ran his hand in his
pocket and as he was in the act of pull-
ing his pistol, Hardwick fired a charge
of buckshot into the young man’s
breast. The shot struck Averitt a little
to the right of the breast plate and en-
tered his chest, tearing his heart and
lungs to pieces.

In falling Averitt reeled and landed
at the feet of his friend. Asa Pettit,
with whom he was walking. Pettit went
intoa store near by and securing a
Winchester, made for Hardwick and
fired twice at the slayer of his friend.
Hardwick fell with a bullet hole in his
side and his recovery is uncertain.

The affair has caused great excite-
ment and may result in further trouble.
Averitt was a promising young lawyer
and had hundreds of friends. Hard-
wick has several brothers and relatives
who avow they will kill Pettit on sight.
Hardwick, at a previous term of court,
threatened Averitt’s life.

DOUBLE TRAGEDY.

Farn River, Mass., Aug. 30.—An
drew Gibson cut the throat of Charles
Connor, producing alniost instant death,
and then committed saicide. While re.
turning home Connor heard a woman
screaming for help and ran to her as-
sistance. He was met by Gibson and
the double tragedy followed. Connor
was not married and was the main sup-
port of a widowed mother. Gibson was
married to the woman whose cries at-
tracted Connor.

Mrs. Gibson says her husband was all
right the day before and they went to
bed 9:30 p. m. He awoke and began
moving about the room. She finally
became frightened and ran to the win-
dow and called for help. Gibson was a
drinking man and was this week at-
tended by a physician for over indul-
gence in liquor. Itis thought that he
was partially out of his mind.

DOUBLE MURDER.
LoumsviLLe, Ky., Aug. 20.—Near
Trenton, Ky., Pickney Humphreys,
aged 30, and his mother, Eliza Hum-
phreys, aged 65 years, were shot and
killed by William Meadows. Hum-
phreys anh Meadows were quarrelling
and Humphreys drew a pistol. Mea-
dows had a shot gun and fired at Hum-
phreys, but missed him. He then fired
again, killing Humphreys and his
mother, who was behind him. Hum-
phrey’s little danghter was struck by two
shot, but was not badly hurt. Meadows
surrendered and is now in jail. Hum-
phreys was a dangerous character.

AN INTERESTING COINCIDENCE

Newark, September 14, 1797—Septem-
ber 14 1893.

CrirricotHE, August 81.—There is ‘a
striking coindidence in connection with
the opening of Lawrence T. Neal's
campaign at Newark on September 14.
After the Democratic State Executive
Committee had decided upon the New-
ark meeting the candidate for Governor
received a letter from an old uncle 88
years old, who lives in West Virginia.
The aged gentleman had read of the
Newark meeting, and remembered that
the same date and place was of great
interest to the ancestors of Lawrence T.
Neal ninety-six years ago. So he in-
closed a letter to Mr. Neal congratulat-
ing him upon his nomination and ad-
ding a scrap of family history new to
many other members of the Neal family.

This coincidental piece of history was
that the great grandparents of Lawrence
T. Neal on the Neal side had married in
Ohio, on September 14, 1797, at the set-
tlement now known as Newark. Nine-
ty-six years afterward to a day, Law-
rence T. Neal, a great grandson will be-
gin his side of the greatest State cam-
paign Ohio has probably ever known.
This historical fact makes it justly fitting
that he should make the opening
speech at Newark and the choice was
made by the commmittee before the
fact was known to Mr. Neal. It seems
that the great grandfather of Lawrence
T. Neal came from near Brownsville,
Penn., in the latter part of the last cen-
tury to the center of Ohio, intending to
locate. He remained long enough to
find a bride in the Western wilds and
then retraced his steps uhtil he finally
settled at Neal's Station, now Parkers-
burg. He had been a Captain in the
Revolution and acquired his land patent
direct from President George Washing-
ton.
