For the benefit of our patrons 
who may contemplated planting 
grape vine:, during the coming seo.• 
son, we copy the following trow 
Colman's Rural World, of St. Louis, 
lllo ., in relation to the famous white 
grape, which is of special interest, 
coming ne it docs, trom the origina­
tor of the "l\fortha" c:rnpe-

Fricnd Colman:-Wo ha,·o heard 
so muc~ nbout the two New White 
Grnpes of the N 01·th, Niagara and 
Pocklingtou, that 0111· cmios1ty was 
greatly aroused, the latter we hare 
growrng, bat the former it seems was 
not to he hacl for Joye or money. Now 
howeYcr, since reading Ct1mpbell's 
comparison made at Boston, we feel 
as well wJtbout the Niagara. He 
says "Bunches larger than the il­
lustration, and weighing more than 
a pound. Much the fargest and 
most nttractiye white grapc!i ol na­
tn,c origin yet introduced, throw­
ing the Niagart1, which were exhib• 
ited beside it,entirely in the shade." 

L ut Friday I receil'ed from Roch­
ester , a small basket of Pocklington 
in most excellent condition and 
nothing for a long time afforded us 
more pleasure. Although the fruit 
was taken from vines planted only 
twenty.nine months ago aud the 
vines left to overhear, tor the pm­
pose of ascertaining what they 
could do, some of tl1e brnncbcs 
weighed over bnJf a pound, and 
s001e of the berries measured almost 
one-inch diameter. In qunlity, it is, 
to my taste, ju~t about good enongh. 
It is somewhat like the Martha,· but 
less foxy and better. 

We learn that the originator, sent 
fonr sh!lOtS to an exhibition, • with 
three bunches on each, nnd the 
twelve weighed eleven pounds, T his 
bas never been none before by an 
American grape. A peculiarity 
about it is that many of the sm~ller 
berries have but n single seed, 
while the average is but two, the 
largest bel'l'ics usually three, and in 
one I found four_ The seeds arc 
smull for so large n grape. Herc iA 
all ri ch, sweet, buttery matter, in ­
stead of o. good part of the berry 
beiug composed of seed. If my 
judgment is correct, fourteen pounds 
ot those grapes will make n gallon 
of wine, aud it will make good 
wine without donbt. It will, how­
ever, l.,c some years before much 
wine will be made out oJ it, for it 
will be in to" great demand for the 
table. 

While the Martha has done nobly 
- and thousands of acres are plant­
ed with it-and I need not be 
ashamed of having origi nated it-I 
now resign and give the palm to 
Mr. Pocklington. It is a strong 
grower and looks as healthy as nny 
I ever S'aw. I have no vines for 
sale, therefo~e no axes to grind, but 
simply write this so those who in­
tend to plnnt should not fail to plant 
it. It is a most beautiful fruit . The 
seed can be seen if the berry b£ held 
between the light and one's eye. 

I have bad the fruit since last 
Friday (October 28,) and l111s even­
ing a bunch ot it is fresh and sound. 
T!lli! after tr,welling a thousand 
miles by expresR, tells whl\t its 
keeping quality is.
