The 
young: wi!'e went to her mo ther and 
,1bout 6:30 p . m. her husband came 
there. Entering the bn.ck door he msde 
threats and was ordered a.way by his 
wife's mother and sister. The latter 
had tw o revoh-ers ia her hand, but he 
bo!dly walked into the house. He WIUI 

intox1co.ted. Th~ sister, Mr s . Jane 
Xewsbaurn, fired, the ba.11, No. 32 , en­
tering the left. eye socke t nnd passing 
up through the brain. He is uncon­
scious and cnnnot live . Th e woman 
immediately after the shooting hur ­
riedly came to Greenville in a convey­
ance nnd gnre herself up, claiming 
self-defense. 

The End of Slander. 
The following incident recently happened 

at Newark, Ohio: 
A band of womea, it seems, were going 

from housoto house iu that ciLy, in the em· 
ploy of acertnin baking powder company, 
trying to discredit e11ery brand of baking 
powder except their own. They performed 
certain socalled tests, but these , as will ap­
pear later, were really tricks to deceiYe un­
wary customers. 

They cal1ed at the house of .Mr. Danner, 
a well-known groceryman, where they 
were most cleHrly caught in their own 
trop. 

It came about in this way. Mr. Danner 
(who htlppened to be home at the time they 
called), being \'t'ell posted in such tricks, 
knew that the c:un-assers intended lo say 
the worst things about the most popular 
brand.

The so-called test was then applied to the 
powder ;in the proffered can, and, of course, 
the result announced, with all tbe assurance 
of professional charlatans, that the 1>0wder 
tested contained all manner of obnoxious 
ingre<lient.s. 

When , however, 'Yr. Danner informed 
them that they had really been testing tl1eir 
own powder instead of the Royal , it is un­
necessary to sny that the uneasiness and 
astonishment of the "frauds" caused them 
to moYe on w ilh unusual haste.

11 ding," "ding 11 ond calling out ]ocal and 
foreign news as he goes. Ho comprises 
within himself lhe oflices of the do.ii" and 
weekly })9per, lia,·ing somC'thing t~ un­
nouJJce ntevery corner. 

The throng on the wharf was gr1:01, in 
some resrects its like I h~,n never seen be­
fore. ""'e were soon out and m it, ready to 
sec the ~ights, which this old town affords. 
Thinking the distance to the busine~!:! quar­
ters greater tbon we wis1icd to accomplish 
on foot, we entnec't n street cnr which was 
standing in waiting. Hardly were we com­
fortably seatctl, until tho conductor an­
nounced the end of the line, and looking 
back we found tlinl we had gone n square 
nod n.hnlf, its entire extent. The Northern 
part of the town is principally built up of 
modern cottages, while to the South it 1e. 
mains as it ha'3 for tho past hundred years, 
nnd quaint enough it is. Here the bom~es 
all occupy situations directly on the streets, 
which are very nnrrow nnd crooked, paved 
with cobble stones and overgrown with 
~ress and weeds , A modern innovation to 
this old part of the town, however, is the 
soldiers' monument, which occupies n po­
sition nt thejunction of two streets, mod­
ern too, was the notice l1anging on the rniJ, 
" Keep off the grass."

By arrange· 
men ts previously ma.do, Mrs . .Anderson 
Wad rea.dy with u. buggy to receive her 
husb&nd, with a change of clothing, 
an:t tho two drove a.way. 

Thes e are \he facts briefly told; and 
as Anderson and bis wife have every res.­
eon in the world to speak the Lruth, tho 
public will boliovo what they aay in 
the absence or p ositi,·e evidence to the 
contrary, All of Hadden's nction, 
since tho facts in regard to this dl\mn­
llblc cons piracy began to lenk out, hn.ve 
betrayed his conscience-stricken guilt.
