A card printed on an envelope or wrapper of printed matter
subjects it to letter postage.

Stamps cut out of Post Office envelopes are not reckoned as
postage when used on letters, ete.

Stamps cut in pieces are not received as postage.

All letters remaining in the office over three months are
returned to the dead letter office at Washington, where they aré
examined ; if containing any thing of value are returned to the
writer at the office at which they were originally mailed
