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CONDENSED HISTORY OF KNOX COUNTY
By Carl L. Van Voorhis
President Knox County Historical Society

Knox County is located in what is known as the United States Military Lands, so
called because this portion of Ohio was appropriated by an Act of Congress on the first of
June, 1796, to satisfy certainclaims of the officers and soldiers of the Revolutionary War.

Approximately one half the northern boundary of our county is formed by the famous
Greenville Treaty Line, while the other boundaries were changed a few times by Acts of
the State Legislature.

Knox was established as a county by the State Legislature on January 30, 1808. At
this time the western boundary of Knox County ran due north from the westernboundary
of Hilliar Township and included Bloomfield, Franklin and Chester Townships lying di-
rectly north of Hilliar. This boundary existed until Morrow County was organized in 1848
when they were taken from Knox and given to Morrow by Act of the Legislature. This
arrangement left the map of our county with a rather peculiar outline, with Hilliar
Township extending farther west than the rest of the county.

The Early Settlement

Starting at about the turn of the 19th century there was a steady influx of pioneer
settlers into this area. Naturally, among these were some who were merely seeking
excitement, some renegades, and perhaps a few who were fugitives from justice. But
from all accounts the overwhelming majority were good, honest, substantial citizens who
were industrious and sincerely in search for a place to carve for themselves a home out
of the wilderness. No roads, just Indian trails. No schools, no churches. But that latter
condition did not exist for long, for as early as 1808 some churches were organized and
various denominations were holding services in the scattered settlements.

Among the very early settlers was Nathanial Young, Robert Thompson, A. M.
Douglas, Joseph Walker, John Simpkins, and Samuel H. Smith. It was this Smith who
platted and recorded, thus establishing, the village of Clinton, about one and a half miles
north of Mount Vernon. This was December 8, 1804.

Shortly after this there was quite an increase to the population by emigration from
Ten Mile, Washington County, Pa., of John Mills, Henry Haines, Ebenezer and Abner
Brown and Peter Baxter. These all settled a short distance south of Owl Creek. This

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settlement, increased by the Leonards, was, in 1805-06 the largest and best community
in the county, and upon its organization and for several years there-after, it furnished
the leading men. It is very noticeable in reading the detailed early histor_y of the county
that these names appear time and time again as public officials, leaders in the organiz-
ation of churches and schools and as heading practically all worthy improvements.

Up until the time of the organization of Knox as a county, in 1808, all county business
had to be transacted in New Lancaster, so naturally the inhabitants were very happy that
they were to have a seat of local government.

In the meantime, three named settlements had been established, Mount Vernon,

“Clinton and Fredericktown. But in the fight for the honor of being named the Seat of
Justice, Mount Vernon and Clinton were the main contenders. The story of how Mount
Vernon won reads like fiction. .

The County Government

To us of today the original County Government may appear rather crude, but we
must bear in mind that every thing here was new, the officers inexperienced with no
established precedents to follow. Money was extremely scarce, and a taxing policy had
to be set up. Wolves were plentiful to the extent they constituted a nuisance and bounties
were paid for their scalps.

The first regular meeting of the county Commissioners assembled October 24, 1808,

In January, 1809, they ordered the clerk to pay the Grand Jurors $1.50 each for
serving two days on the Jury, (seventy five cents a day).

Knox County has had four Court Houses and four jails. The first Court House built
in 1808 or 1809, was a log building, one story in height, 15 x 18 feet with a dirt floor and
greased paper windows. The second was of brick, built in 1811, and stood on the north
east corner of Main and High Streets.

But in grading the streets it became undermined and collapsed in 1829, It was
immediately replaced by a third one which was destroyed by a tornado on April 9, 1854,
The fourth and present one, was then erected at a cost of almost $40,000.

The fitst jail was built in 1809, the second in 1823, the third in about 1854 and the
present one in 1913,

Agriculture

Agriculture was the primary industry during the early years of settlement and has
remained of primary importance through all the years. An agricultural society was
organized in Morris Township in 1846 and out of this grew the Knox County Agricultural
Society. In 1847 and subsequent years, fairs have been held.

Naturally, the first industries in the county were based upon the primary products of
grain and timber and grist and saw mills were constructed as early as 1804. Through
the years manufacturing plants have developed until today we have a diversified indus-
trial business producing steel structures, gas and diesel engines, plate glass, milk
bottles, cellophane packaging, rock-bits, castings, and others.

Churches and Schools

Probably the first religious meetings were held about 1804, one mile south of Mount
Vernon, at the cabin of William Leonard, a Presbyterian. In 1806 a presbyterian C' .rch
was organized in Mount Vernon, and in 1808 at Martinsburg and Fredericktown. The
Methodists had services in Clay Township in 1808. Baptist services were held in Mount
Vernon in 1807, but no church was established until 1835. The Lutherans met in 1835.
In 1822 the Catholics in the vicinity of Danville established a church said to be the second
Catholic Church in Ohio. The first Episcopal meetings were held in Mount Vernon in
1824-1825.and the Congregationalists in 1834, In 1828, the Disciples, or Church of Christ,
was organized in Bladensburg. This was the first church of that denomination in Ohio.

The earliest schools in Knox County were of the subscription type, the parents of the
pupils paying a small fee for the instruction. Later, to supplement these schools,
academies were established in Mount Vernon in 1815 and 1834, and in Martinsburg in
1837. 1In 1893 the Seventh Day Adventists established an academy which is still in
operation. However, these academies soon were replaced by the free public schools
which started in 1841 and by High schools which started in 1359,

General Conditions

We may not have made such phenominal growths in wealth and population as some of
our neighbors, but our municipal and county governments have been consistently con-
servative through the years. Our financial institutions have been well managed and
sound with the result we went through the depression without a failure. Our industrialists
are to be commended for their farsightedness and successful operation and expansion.
The general economic prosperity of the county is best reflected by the fact that relief

Lay patient on his stomach, one arm extended directly
overhead, the other arm bent at elbow and with the face
turned outward resting on hand or forearm so nose and
mouth are free for breathing.

Kneel straddling patient’s thighs with your knees placed
at such a distance from the hip bone so as to apply pres-
ure direct from shoulder to heel of hands on the small
of the back, with fingers resting on ribs,

With arms held straight, press forward slowly, so that
the weight of your body is gradually brought to bear upon
the patient. Do not bend you elbows. This operation
should take about two seconds,

. Release your hands so as to remove pressure completely.

. After two seconds press forward again. Thus repeat

twelve to fifteen times a minute, the double movement
of compression and release, a complete respiration in
four or five seconds.

. Continue artificial respiration without interruption until

natural breathing is restored, if necessary four hours or
longer until a physcian declares the patient dead.

- As soon as this artificial respiration has been started,

clothing about the patient's neck, chest or waist should be
loosened. Keep the patient warm and give no liquids
whatever by mouth until fully conscious.

To avoid strain on the heart when the patient revives, he
should be kept lying down and not allowed to stand or sit
up.

- Resuscitationshould be carried on at the nearest possible

point to where the person received his injuries.
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FIRST AID TO THE INJURED - Continued

BLEEDING FROM WOUND - If from an artery, stop
the current of blood to the wound by putting a compress
or cloth pad over the artery. Fasten it firmly by a hand-
kerchief or bandage, which may be tightened by twisting
in a stick as a binder. The location of the artery can
generally be determined by the throbbing sensation. If
from a vein, apply pressure directly over the wound or
by exposure or application of cold water Perchloridé of 5
Iron may be applied with cloth or lint. Keep the part
elevated.

WOUNDS - The part should be properly cleansed of all [
foreign matter, the edges brought together and fastened |
with strips of plaster; apply some anodyne solution; give
stimulant.

BRUISES - Apply tincture of arnica and wormwood or
hamamelis; keep well covered and warm.

POISONED WOUNDS, from Bite of Animals - Treat-
ment should be prompt. If possible, suck the wound
thoroughly two. or three minutes; cauterize with either
nitric acid, chloride of zinc or nitrate of silver.

STINGS OF INSECTS - Apply spirits of ammonia.

POISONS

GENERAL DIRECTIONS - Give an emetic as soon as
possible; tablespoonful of powdered mustard in a tumbler
of warm water, or twenty grains of ipecac, after vomiting,
give freely of warm drinks.

SPECIAL DIRECTIONS - In case of poisoning from
Arsenic, Corrosive Sublimate, Verdigris, Blue Vitriol,
and from Vegetables kept in copper vessels; Give emetic
and white of egg, sweet oil and milk.
