He was a strong opponent of the'persecuﬁien of the
jews, just as much as he condemned the governments measures
for removal of the insane sharply. He was connected at that
time with the spreadiﬁg of the secrete pastoral letters of
Bishop Wurm and Bishop Sproll which I received partly from
Mrs. Birkmann and passed on to him and he instructed wide

catholic and protestant circles about the contents of these

protest notes.

His entry into the party took place under great compulsion,
because he decided on en officials career. But I can testify
that this did not chenge his mental attitude in any way.
