The Kenyon feam went up agamst a harvder proposifion than it
expectad when it met Mt. Union at Canton, Saturday, Oet. 16, Mt
Unioti won by the unusnally large score of 16-0, one of the most one-
sided seores that Kenyon has figtired in for a nnmber of years

The Mt ITnion team easily outelassed the Kenvon players from
the start to the final whistle, The opponents played with greater
dish, they were heavier, and worked the forward pass successfully
and’ without seeming interference from the Keonyon team, not that
the Mt Tnion men knew more football than the pupils of Coach
Pigree, but that they nged what knowledge they did have 1o hetter
advantage,

Coach Bemis Pierce was disuppointed in the showing of his men
He éxpected 4 hard game, bat afterwards, sxpressed the opinion that
the defeat was a better thing than a vietory, ingsmuch as the Mt
Unibn game was not a conference affair, and as it excluded any pos-
sihle shadow of overconfidence that might have elouded the team
hefore the Reserve game.

In the Mt [lnion game, the opposing team conld not gain eomn-
sistently throngh Kenvon's line, and onee even were held for downs
ot Kenyon's 6 ineh line. In the use of the forward pass, however,
Mt. Union exeelled,  Skiles.
