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BACHELLER

Author of “Eben Holden,”
Lectured at Rosse Hall,
Wednesday, Nov. 16.

When Kenyon men heard that
Irving Bacheller was to lecture in
Rosse Hall on Wednesday, Nov-
16, they expected to hear a good
speech. Most of them had read
his books, and knew that the
speaker for the evening was one
of the greatest novelists in Ameri-
on today as well as perhaps the
greatest living humorist in the
United States. Even these high
axpectations were far surpassed.
From the beginning Mr. Bacheller
held his audience entranced list-
ening to & talk in which humor
and pathos were exquisitely
hlended.

The speech was divided into
two parts. In the first the speak-
ar gave & definition and a history
of New England Yanlkee life, This
was interspersed with quaint stor-
ies, some humorous, some pathetic.
Mr. Bacheller told of the match-
less grit of the New Englander,
his ability to cope with any enemy
from the savage to the still more
frightful enemy, poverty and star-
vation. The noblest characteris-
ti¢, in his estimation, was the abil-
ity of the Yankee to endure any-
thing that fate thrust upon him,
hiding his bifterness and agony
from his family and friends be-
hind a smiling countenunce. He
told of the wiarm heart and kindly
disposition under the anpenetra-
ble mask of severity. All of
this was mixed with & wveritable
flopd of stories and anecdotes
which kept his hearers listening to
every word, Mr. Bacheller puss-
ed over the New England woman,
saying that she was too high and
100 nohle a character to be spoken
of by mere man. He spoke of the
wives who were always working
while singing hymns of rest and
peace. Part of the lecture which
was enjoyed by all hearers wus
Mr. Bacheller’s singing. In or-
der to bring the quaint weird New
England folk-song into the minds
and thoughts of the peaple. he
sang some, and this variation
made his talk all the more ¢harm-
ng.

After a pause of perhaps five

Minutes Mr. Bacheller went on
with the seecond portion of his
speech, in which he portrayed some
typical New England characters.
This part was masterful, and one
could almost see the simple coun
try people as he described them.
No one who saw the village shoe-

ably depicted, will ever forget
them. Mr. Bacheller again sang
while ‘demonstrating the ecobbler,
and the peculiar, weird song still
lingers in the memory of most of
the hearers. The speech was
brought to a wonderful climax in
the deseription of the blind old
man and his former sweetheart,
When the speech was over there
was a short silence, the greatest
tribute that can ever be awarded
a speaker, and then the applause
broke out deafening. Mr. Bach-
eller appeared as few men do, to
the Kenyon audiences, and this
wag certainly demonstrated by
the noise, if by nothing else,

After his talle, Mr, Bacheller
met the students and faculty of
Kenyon college at the East Wing
Bull’s Eye where & smoker was
held in his honor. Although Mr.
Bacheller was the guest of honor,
he contributed more than any one
else to the entertainment. After
seversl Kenyon songs were sung,
he got up, as he said, to advertise
his books, There was two things
he said, in which his books excell-
ed.

“When I wag giving a lecture
in New York some time ago,"’ he

aaid, *“an old lady came to me and
said to me; ‘Mr. Bacheller, your
book is delightful. On & little
table in my bedroom I keep the
Bible and BEhen Holden, and al-
most every night I fall asleep
reading your book.' ‘‘Hence,”
said My Bacheller, ““my books
have proved good for insomnia,’’
He continued, explaining the
other advantaze of his books
“Onee, ' he said, “ T was in a small
military post in the Northwest
Here I met a cook, who also told
me he admired my work. ‘“Why
the other day,’ he said, ‘T was in
town and bought Dri and T to
give to a friend. Well, somebody
shot at me as I was going down
the street, and the bullet hit the
package I was carrying, When I
got home I unwrapped the book,
and fonnd that the bullet was in
it and had not gone through™."'
“Thus,'" said Mr. Bacheller,
“aven a bullet can't get through
my books, and T may unhesitat-
ingly say that they are substan-
tial.’”* He continued with several
anecdotes. especially telling of
Thomas A. Edison. These were
very interesting to listeners. As
Bacheller is a eollege man and &
member of Phi Beta Kappa, he
was alile to appeal to eollege men,
and he left Gambier with the
friendship of the entire college
